Ms. Wentzler joined the agency in 1994 as Director of the Economic Analysis Division and 
developed analytical tools to assess bank performance and conditions under a variety of 
international and domestic economic conditions for use by examiners and analysts.  
 
Prior to joining the OCC, Ms. Wentzler held key positions at the Office of Thrift Supervision, 
Commodity Futures Trading Commission and Office of Management and Budget.  Ms. Wentzler  
earned her doctorate degree in Economics from the University of Wisconsin and graduated with 
honors from Pennsylvania State University.
