 A complaint of judicial misconduct was received by the court on October 22, 

2009.  The complaint concerns a judge who is a member of the United States Court of 

Federal Claims.  

 Pursuant to Rule 7(a)(2) of the Rules for Judicial-Conduct and Judicial-Disability 

Proceedings, “a complaint against a judge of the . . . United States Court of Federal 

Claims must be filed with the . . . clerk of that court.”  Therefore, the complaint was filed 

in the wrong court.   

Pursuant to Rule 11(c)(1)(F) of the Rules for Judicial-Conduct and Judicial-

Disability Proceedings, a complaint "must be dismissed in whole or in part to the extent 

that the chief judge concludes that the complaint . . . has been filed in the wrong circuit 

under Rule 7 . . . ."  I can only so conclude and have.   

 Accordingly, 

IT IS ORDERED THAT: 

The complaint is dismissed pursuant to Rule 11(c)(1)(F) of the Rules for Judicial-

Conduct and Judicial-Disability Proceedings.
