The Russell Parkway Gate
will close for about two months
starting May 31.

While the closure could
impact as many as 10,000 cars
per day and significantly
increase traffic at other gates, the
closure is necessary so needed
security improvements can be
made to the entrance, said Col.

Legal referrals

Safety at
the gas pump

Just about everyone
pumps gas, and just about
everyone considers it a rou-
tine activity without much
danger.

However, failing to obey
safety rules at the pumps can
lead to some very bad con-
sequences.

Robins Assistant Fire
Chief Tom Kennedy offers
drivers the following safety
reminders:

* Never leave a running
pump unattended. The safe-
ty mechanism on the handle
should automatically shut
off the fuel once the tank is
full, but may not always
work.

* Never wedge some-
thing into the handle to
make it operate. The handle
might not release when the
automatic shutoff engages.

* Don’t use cell phones
when pumping gas. Cell
phones have been known to
trigger explosions at gas
