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JPL ENG NEER ED MASSEY NAMED NEW ULYSSES PRQIECT MANAGER

Ed B. Massey, who has been acting manager and head of
m ssion operations systens engineering on the U ysses mission to
study the Sun's pol es, has been named manager of the spaceflight
proj ect .

Massey, whose appointnent is effective i mediately, was
chosen after a six-nmonth search to fill the position vacated by
WIllis Meeks, who retired January 29, 1996 after 30 years at JPL.
As manager, Massey will oversee all aspects of operations, ground
conmmuni cati ons and scientific data collection for the highly
productive U ysses mssion, a joint mssion of NASA and the
Eur opean Space Agency (ESA) |aunched in 1990. The spacecraft
completed its first solar orbit in late 1995 and will return to
the Sun for its second solar orbit in 2000.

"We are pleased to have Ed's continui ng gui dance and
expertise on the Uysses mssion," said JPL Deputy Director Larry
Dumas. "His experience with this international teamw |l ensure
the m ssion's success during U ysses' second orbit around the
Sun. "

"We are expecting a very exciting journey over the north and
south poles of the Sun when U ysses begins its next solar orbit,"
Massey added. "The Sun will be in its nost active phase of the
11-year solar cycle and scientists are hoping to gain a great
deal nore information about its inner workings the second tine
around. "

Bef ore becom ng m ssion operations systens engi neering
manager of the m ssion in Novenber 1995, Massey had served as
U ysses project control admnistrator and science instrunments
manager. Prior to that, he had served as U ysses project control
adm ni strator since joining JPL in 1987.

Aretired Air Force officer, Massey had served from May 1983
to July 1986 as director of Space Test Operations in the US Ar
Force Qperational Test and Eval uation Center, assigned to the Los
Angel es Air Force Base, Calif. Before that, he had been deputy
director fromJuly 1982 to May 1983 of Systens Engi neering and
Integration in the Space Defense Systenms Air Force Space
Di vi sion, Los Angeles Air Force Base, Calif.

In his earlier Air Force career, Massey held a variety of
positions in satellite operations, systens requirenments and data
reduction and analysis for the U S. Air Force.

A native of Birmngham Ala., Massey earned a bachelor's



degree in electrical engineering in 1966 from Tuskegee

Uni versity, Tuskegee, Ala., and a master's degree in systens
managenent in 1976 fromthe University of Southern California in
Los Angel es.

Among his professional affiliations, Massey is a nenber of
t he American CGeophysical Union and the European Geophysi cal
Society. He has been the recipient of the NASA Excepti onal
Servi ce Medal for outstandi ng performance and, in 1992, conpl eted
t he NASA Managenent Education program

Massey and his wife, Caudette, have two children and live
in La Palm, Calif.
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
