THOMAS JEFFERSON may acquire hydrographic data in
support of other NOAA offices or government agencies. The ship may also perform missions outside of hydrographic data
acquisition. The Office of Coast Survey produces nautical charts for US waters, including it's possessions and territories.

Junior officers are the primary point at which the ship's mission is accomplished. Aboard THOMAS JEFFERSON, junior

officers serve as OOD, hydrographer in-charge of a survey launch, coxswain of a survey launch, and hydrographic data
processor, and survey sheet manager.
