Resources and Habitat Conservation Divisions, Anchorage Field Office, for various activities. The officer reviews policy and
activity in regard to programs mandated by the Endangered Species Act, Marine Mammal Protection Act, Magnuson-Stevens
Fishery Conservation and Management Act, and other pertinent environmental law and acts. The officer also reviews
federally permitted activities, participates in cetacean population studies, and acts as liaison with the USCG regarding
Regional Response Team efforts to protect marine resources from oil spills.

Serves as NOAA liaison with the Alaska Regional Response Team regarding marine mammal/oil spill interactions. Officer
will represent NOAA/NMFS and be liaison with federal and state response teams.
