The officer must be able to communicate with scientist and administration to ensure all vessels and dive equipment are in accordance with NOAA regulations and ready for a variety of field operations. The officer will also plan and participate in various research projects conducted by the Reef Resources Team. It is necessary for the incumbent to learn the scientific names and recognize the reef fishes for the region.
