	Billet Description: The Field Operations Division operates and maintains all oceanographic and Great Lakes observing systems required to meet CO-OPS mission objectives.  The Division ensures the continuous operations of navigation and other real-time observing systems needed to support the protection of life and property.  FOD operates equipment to test and evaluate new observing systems and software modules developed to support NOS mission objectives.  The Division installs , documents, operates, and maintain CO-OPS measurement systems; conducts field reconnaissance and geodetic operations to include the establishment, leveling, documentation, and inspection of NOS benchmarks; and provides training in the installation, operation and maintenance of CO-OPS observing equipment.

The Officer will provide field and technical management support to install, operate, and maintain water level measurement systems for hydrographic survey operations on the east coast of the United States and Great Lakes.

	Duties and Responsibilities: 1.  Field party chief - plans and oversees routine and more difficult aspects of the installation of water level measurement systems primarily in support of hydrographic survey operations.
2.  Provides training to ship and land based hydro field parties on the installation, operation, maintenance, and removal of systems.
3.  Performs annual preventive maintenance of NWLON stations providing control of hydro gauges.
4.  Determines cause of malfunction, makes adjustments and repairs, replaces parts of equipment, and operates test equipment.
5.  Assists or installs bench marks and performs geodetic leveling between bench marks and water level measurement system to ensure vertical stability and preserve the tidal datums.
6.  Prepares station documentation and electronic files.
7.  Serves as project field manager or COTR for contract efforts.
	Career Development Opportunities: This billet provides the officer broad interdisciplinary experience in civil, electrical, and mechanical engineering by the operation and maintenance of electronic measurement systems, data collection platforms, satellite transmitters, support facilities, communication systems, and power devices.  Physical oceanographic experience will be gained by direct contact with the effects of biofouling, corrosion, and the force of waves, currents, and ice on structures.  The officer will gain technical experience with geodetic leveling, GPS equipment, and underwater tools.

The Officer works independently to plan and carry out assignments in remote locations with sometimes difficult logistics.  Travel approximately 50% of the year is required, including working aboard NOAA ships.  The officer will act as COTR to monitor the work of contractors.  The officer will train, influence, and motivate people.
	Additional Comments: If NOAA certified diver or if becomes certified - performs dive operations for the inspection, installation, maintenance, and repair of underwater structures and equipment.

This is a high priority billet for NOS/CO-OPS which supports the Hydrographic survey mission and the cooperation between CO-OPS and OCS.  It also supports contracting of appropriate survey work to the private sector.
