Parenting Tip of the Week - Help Prevent "Summer Learning Loss"
Young people can lose two to three months of progress in reading achievement
over the summer. Here are some tips to help prevent “summer learning loss™:

e Set summer reading goals as a family. If a young person reads just five
books over the summer, the effect “is potentially large enough to
prevent a decline in reading achievement scores from the spring to the
fall.”

o Carry reading material for yourself and encourage your children to do
so. Keep books in the car or your bag and you’ll be ready to read while
you’re at a long line at the grocery store or post office.
