SUMMARY: Notice is hereby given that the U.S. International Trade Commission has 
determined not to review the administrative law judge's ("ALJ") (Judge Essex) initial 
determination ("ID") (OrderNo. 22) granting complainants' motion for summary detennination 
that they have satisfied the economic prong of the domestic industry requirement in Inv. No. 
337-TA-804, Certain LED Photographic Lighting Devices and Components Thereof.

SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION: The Commission instituted this investigation on 
September 7, 2011, based on a complaint filed by Litepanels, Inc. and Litepanels, Ltd. 
(collectively, "Litepanels"). 76 Fed. Reg. 55416 (Sept. 7, 2011). The complaint alleges 
violations of section 337 ofthe Tariff Act of 1930 as amended (19 U.S.C. § 1337) by reason of 
infringement of certain claims of U.S. Patent Nos. 7,429,117; 7,510,290; 7,318,652; 6,948,823; 
and 7,972,022. Supplements to the complaint were filed on August 23 and 25, 2011. The notice 
of investigation named fourteen respondents. 



On April 19, 2012, Litepanels moved for summary determination that its activities in the 
United States satisfy the economic prong of the domestic industry requirement under 19 U.S.C. § 
1337(a)(3). On April 30, 21012, the Office of Unfair Import Investigations filed a response in 
support of Litepanels' motion. 

On May 30, 2012, the ALJ issued the subject ID, granting Litepanels' motion. The ALJ 
found that Litepanels satisfied sections 337(a)(3)(A)-(C). No petitions for review were filed. 

The Commission has determined not to review the ID. 

The authority for the Commission's determination is contained in section 337 of the 
Tariff Act of 1930, as amended (19 U.S.C. § 1337), and in section 210.42 ofthe Commission's 
Rules of Practice and Procedure (19 C.F.R. § 210.42).
