Summary. This revised regulation covers
the policies, organization, and responsibili-
ties for the Research, Development, Test
and Evaluation Program that supports the
DOD Tactical Shelter Program.

Applicability. This joint regulation applies
to all Services including the National Guard
and Reserves of all Services. It also applies
to all tactical shelter RDTE unless exempt-
ed by the Joint Committee on Tacticai Shei-

tere

Impact on New Manning System. This
regulation does not contain information that
affects the New Manning System.

Committee continuance approval. The
Department of the Army Committee Man-
agement Officer concurs in the continuance
of the Joint Committee on Tactical Shelters
as a continuing joint committee.

Internal control systems. This regula-
iion is not subjeci io ihe requiremenis of
AR 11-2. It does not contain internal con-
trol provisions.

Suppliementation. Supplementation of
this regulation and the establishment of

command and local forms by Army com-
mands are prohibited without prior approv-
al from HQDA (SARD-ZCS), WASH DC
20310-0643. Local supplementation of this

The
results of such tests will be available to the
other Services. An item will be tested and
evaluated to meet formal requirements of
more than one Service or DOD component
to ensure compliance with each Service’s or
DOD component’s requirements Required
testing will be as prescribed in a coordinated
test plan for the item. The Service request-
ing additional testing will fund such tests.

(6) Provide justification and expert wit-
nesses when required to defend input to the
proposed DOD Tactical Shelter Program.

(7) Maintain management responsibility
for executing their portion of the approved
program.

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9. Joint Committee on Tactical
Sheiters

a Pu urpose

(1) JOCOTAS is a committee set up to
obtain the coordination of all Services in de-
veloping the DOD Tactical Shelter Pro-
gram. This committee integrates all tactical

shelter requirements from “the military ser-

vices and DOD components.

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(JTWGQG) is set up under JOCOTAS to—

(a) Provide technical suppon

{bj Ideniify design limiis and test proce-
dures for all DOD tactical shelters.

b. Joint Service participation in
JOCOTAS.

(1) Membership. The committee consists
of a voting member (06/GS-15, but no
lower than 03/GS—12) and at least one al-
ternaie from the Army, Navy, Air Force,
and Marine Corps. The voting member of
each Service has the authority to act for

that Service. The chairman must be a com-

(2) Meetings. The Committee will con-
vene ai the caii of ihe chairman ai ieasi
once a year.

10. Walvers

RDTE program not contained in the ap-

(b) A request to use a sheiter other than
the DOD Standard Family of Tactical Shel-
ters must fully define the requirements for
the shelter; and speciﬁcally define the ad-
‘v‘ﬁrntages {(in terms of cost, umcunus, and
mission effectiveness) of using a nonstan-
dard shelter as opposed to a standard family
shelter.

(2) Upon receipt of a request for waiver,

the JOCOTAS will recommend approval or
disapproval to USDA.
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
