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NOTE:

1. Use no more than 3 short guardrail posts in a row.

. If directed to use alternate hole arrangement, post

above ground shall be 31" tall.

. See Special Contract Requirements when 7'-0" or

longer posts are specified.

4. Install reflector tab between post bolt and rail,

every fourth post. Alternate reflector tab shapes
are acceptable.
