It is the task of PHMSA's Field Operations staff to improve compliance with the safety and training standards 
of the HMR by inspecting companies and individuals who offer hazardous materials for transportation or who 
manufacture, maintain, repair, recondition or test packages authorized for transporting hazardous materials.
