Trends 

• EU vineyard area reducing due to reform measures 
• WWTG vineyard area stabilising after a period of 

growth 
• Long term trend is major net reduction in 

productive capacity  
• Consumption has rallied after post-GFC dip 
• Oversupply appears to be over for now  
• WWTG trade remains very strong 
• Bulk wines are a key trend in export growth 
• EU & USA largest export markets for most WWTG
