
Sept. 1 - OIS issues call to Offices to identify information products that could qualify as
Influential Scientific Information (ISI) or a Highly Influential Scientific Assessment (HISA)

RES and other offices with scientific research activities review those activities to identify
those that could result in information products that may qualify for peer review as ISI or
HISA, and informs NRR or NMSS, as appropriate.

NRR and NMSS evaluate information products to determine whether they meet criteria
for ISI or HISA

Nov 1  -  OIS submits peer review recommendations to EDO for approval

Dec 15  -  OIS posts agenda for Peer Review to Web, and requests the Office
responsible for the information product to prepare Peer Review Plans.

March 15  -  Responsible Office provides Peer Review Plan to OIS and implements
Peer Review Plan

March 31  -  OIS posts Peer Review Plans to the web

May 1  -  OIS requests respective Offices to update Peer Review Agenda

June 1 -  Responsible Offices provide updates to Peer Review Agenda

June 15  -  OIS posts updated Peer Review Agenda to the web
