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Project Purpose
The purpose of this project is to mitigate for the unavoidable impacts incurred to swamp habitat during
construction of the Hurricane & Storm Damage Risk Reduction System.

Project Location
This project is located on existing agricultural fields between the Lake Boeuf Wildlife Management Area and
Bayou Lafourche near the town of Raceland in Lafourche Parish, Louisiana.

Features

Approximately 298 acres of swamp would be restored through clearing, excavation and grading to achieve
target swamp elevation. Spoil dikes along existing drainage in the area could be degraded to aid in distribution
of surface water flow, and the site would be planted with native canopy and midstory species.
