SEARCH Program student/resident participants will
participate in clinical placements and mentoring
experiences with preceptors in HPSAs. Other student
experiences can include community health projects such
as 1) community assessment; 2) research on a specific
community health problem; 3) health education,
promotion and outreach; 4) survey of community
resources; and 5) coordination of public health
interventions (e.g., health screening, smoking cessation,
and immunization programs.

The New York State AHEC System, in collaboration with
the Community Health Care Association of New York
State (CHCANYS), will develop and implement the
SEARCH Program for New York State; partners will
identify community-based clinical sites and community
health project sites.
