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INTRODUCTION

The U.S. Army Medical Research and Materiel Command is pleased to present the award list of
funded projects for the fiscal year 1999 (FY 99) Ovarian Cancer Research Program. Award
negotiations were completed on September 30, 2000. The awards listed in this document were
selected by a competitive two-tiered review process. Funding decisions were based upon
scientific excellence evaluated in the first tier of review, followed by programmeatic relevance
judged in the second tier. These projects represent a diverse portfolio of scientific research in
four program emphasis areas. (1) etiology, (2) prevention, (3) diagnosis, and (4) quality of life.

Congressional direction for FY 99 specified $10 million for ovarian cancer research. Following
the receipt of funds, a programmatic strategy was devel oped, proposals were solicited and
evauated, awards were selected, and contract negotiations were completed. The FY 99
programmatic strategy called for New Investigator Awards (NIAs) and Idea Awards. NIAs were
targeted to investigators in the early phases of their careers and to investigators established in
other fields who desired to move into ovarian cancer research. |dea Awards were designed to
encourage innovative approaches to ovarian cancer research. Six NIAsand 12 Idea Awards
were made.

As the funded scientists embark on these projects, the DOD and the U.S. Army gratefully
acknowledge the participation of their scientific advisors, ovarian cancer survivors, and the
ovarian cancer advocacy community. The expertise, vision, and diversity of perspectives of al
individuals who contributed to this program were vital to developing a sound investment strategy
on behalf of all persons living with ovarian cancer. It iswith great anticipation and excitement
that we await the outcomes of this research.

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Glossary of Terms

Idea Award: The intent of this award mechanism is to encourage innovative approaches to
ovarian cancer research in four emphasis areas (i.e., etiology, prevention, diagnosis, and/or
quality of life). Idea proposals may represent a new paradigm, challenge existing paradigms, or
look at an existing problem from a new perspective. Despite the inherent risk-taking nature of
these projects, they must nonetheless demonstrate solid scientific judgment.

New I nvestigator Award: The intent of this award mechanism is to prepare new, independent
investigators (Assistant Professor or equivalent with no more than 6 years of experience in the
field of ovarian cancer) for careersin ovarian cancer and to attract established investigators new
to the ovarian cancer field. Preliminary or pilot data are required. Proposals submitted to this
award mechanism must emphasize etiology, prevention, diagnosis, and/or quality of life as
related to ovarian cancer.
