Course Objectives: 

At course completion, the student should be able to:

· Explain basic environmental terms and concepts;

· Describe NATO environmental protection policy and doctrine as stated in MC 469; STANAG 7141; STANAG 2510 and related documents;

· Discuss the scope of environmental impacts and the effects of military activities (air, land and sea) on the ecological system(s) during peace and war;

· Explain NATO’s Environmental Protection Procedures;

· Describe an Environmental Management System and assessment tools; and

· Understand how other nations address environmental protection.

· Draft an environmental appendix to an OPLAN or exercise directive;

· Draft an Environmental Training Plan for a Multi-national brigade;

· Draft a Statement of Work for a Multi-national brigade camp.

· Draft an outline Environmental Management System for a Multi-national brigade deployment.

· Incorporate environmental planning and awareness into the phases of NATO – Led military activities;

· Determine what national and/or international laws are applicable to the operation or exercise;

· Apply NATO environmental policy and doctrine to training, exercise, and operations prior to deployment;

· Apply environmental lessons learned during recent NATO- led military activities to operational planning;

· Integrate environmental considerations into a NATO led exercise or operation adhering to the following guidelines

· Describe environmental risk management and its use to balance risk with mission benefits;

· Explain the importance of environmental planning in the operational planning process;

· Explain the relationship between environmental protection and health and safety of personnel;

· Identify the operational activities that could have potential impact on the environment, including alternative and contingencies;

· Identify the characteristics of the environment that may be affected by or have an impact on NATO led military activities;

· Identify potential effects caused by the military activities, including the effects of alternatives and contingencies;

· Identify measures for pollution prevention and resource conservation, cleanup and remediation;

· Identify any operational limit or restriction imposed by applicable environmental regulation or policy
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
