Characterization of Students: 

To be eligible to attend this course the nominees should be personnel engaged in Sending Nation environmental protection activities for operations or exercises, in peace or in warfare conditions. Specifically: The target students will be Senior NCOs (OR–6 to OR–9), Officers (OF-1 to OF-4) or their civilian equivalents, who (in priority) are:
· Assigned to or earmarked for assignment to a NATO operation, or a Ministry of Defense, subordinate national military headquarters, unit or agency of any NATO country which fulfils responsibilities in support of NATO assigned or earmarked forces.

· Assigned or selected for assignment to a NATO Headquarters, Subordinate Commands, or agency staff forces.

· Military personnel or civilian equivalents that are allocated course vacancies from the Cooperation Partner countries, Mediterranean Dialogue countries by the Military Cooperation Program and the Istanbul Cooperation Initiative.
