· Explain the NATO Force Structure (NFS), the NATO Command Structure (NCS), and how the student's own nation is integrated.
· Discuss the Defence Requirements Review (DRR) and the Force Generation Processes and its impact on Reserve Forces. 
· Discuss the intent of MC 411/1 and how it is applied within the Alliance
· List existing and future roles and missions of Reserve Forces within the NCS/NFS in the changing Alliance environment.
· Explain national responsibilities such as legislation, recruiting, retention, employer support, training equipping, mobilizing deploying, and employing Reserve Forces in NATO operations
· Discuss the key points of MC 411/1 and apply them to their national Reserve Forces Policies.
· Apply the knowledge and concepts learned within student's own national reserve system.
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
