The aim of this course is to provide Allied staff officers and civilians with an operational understanding and the ability to effectively contribute to the key NATO Defence Planning Processes (NDPP), from the derivation of NATO requirements, to the translation of those requirements into targets, to the subsequent assessment of nations' fulfilment of these targets, and finally the assessment of the resultant risks to the Alliance. Additionally, to provide a forum for the discussion of current Defence Planning issues and challenges facing the Alliance.

At course completion, students should be able to:

· Understand the key processes in NATO Defence Planning:  Ministerial Guidance, Capability Requirements Review (CRR), Target Setting and Apportionment of Requirements, the Capability Review and the Partner Nations Planning and Review Process (PARP).
· Understand the general timelines for the above processes and understand the inter-relationship of these processes
· Understand the identification of the overall NATO requirements as part of the CRR.

· Interpret the essential Allied Defence Planning documents and guidance, such as Ministerial Guidance.
· Interpret national responses to the Defence Planning Capability Survey.
· Assess nations’ capabilities and contributions to NATO.
· Understand PARP and the development of Partnership Goals (PG)
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
