This broadcast clarifies the Department of Stafdfece of Exchange Coordination and
Designation’s September 7, 2007 broadcast regapdimgedures for obtaining a D-U-NeS
Number for all Third Parties through the D&B OnRasiie.

We have reviewed sponsor feedback regarding thepacéed financial burden. A D&B
D-U-N-Se Number is still required for all Third Parties. \ever, the current Interim Final
Rule for Trainees and Interns does not require S@aro purchase a D&B Business
Information Report (BIR) for all third parties thrgh the D&B OnRamp site.

Sponsors must ensure that they have appropriatemation on Third Parties with whom they
do business. This information enables them to npagram decisions affecting participants
with more confidence. A BIR will provide, in pathis additional level of confidence. The
BIR is D&B's standard risk report. It provides arerll profile of a company, including:
financial information, payment information, histasf/a business, ownership details,
operational information, and details on relatethir

The use of the BIR on sponsor organizations and frarties will enable the Department to
significantly improve its ability to manage thekssassociated with its network of 1,450
domestic sponsor organizations along with the thonds of third parties and employers upon
which sponsors depend for such functions as rewegitraining and hosting the nearly 280,000
annual J visa participants. The Department issting in D&B’s severe risk monitoring
service of sponsoring organizations and third paris a means to identify and respond to
potential risks to the Exchange Visitor Program.

The Department plans future regulatory amendmegarding the requirement for procuring a
D&B BIR for all third parties through the D&B OnRansite. For Sponsor organizations
who wish to begin to comply with these upcomingutagons in advance and receive
information on third parties, the Department oft&taas negotiated with D&B to provide the
following special incentive that will be in effeittrough December 31, 2007.



Through the State Department/D&B OnRamp site, Spenwill be able to:

1) Purchase oneeport (to be sent to the Sponsor and Departnfebitabe).

2) Receive a 37.09% discount on the price of a BIR {able below for details).

3) Meet the 2008 calendar year report requirementhwvid be outlined in upcoming
proposed regulations.

4) Increase program compliance by gaining insight bindlParties immediately.
