Ongoing I ncidents: Oden Road Fire (WA -NES-001262) islocated 2 miles N of malott, WA. Primary
fuels aretimber, grass, and sage. The fire has burned 10,258 acres (+1,811) and is 70% contained. SR 20
has been reopened. Successful burnout operations on 8/24 have secured the NW portion of the fire. A
Type 2 Incident Management Team (IC Johnson) is committed.
