On May 16, 2003, the NRC completed an inspection at your Byron Nuclear Power Station. The
enclosed report documents the inspection findings which were discussed on May 16, 2003, with
Mr. S. Stimac and other members of your staff.

The inspection examined activities conducted under your license as they relate to safety and
compliance with an Order issued on February 25, 2002, which required your site to implement
specific measures related to the security of your facility. The inspection utilized Temporary
Instruction 2515/148, “Inspection of Nuclear Reactor Safeguards Interim Compensatory
Measures,” to verify implementation of the Order as clarified in your responses dated March 15,
2002, May 24, 2002, and June 19, 2002. Within these areas, the inspection consisted of
selected examination of procedures and representative records, observations of activities, and
interviews with personnel.

On the basis of the results of this inspection, no findings of significance were identified.
