GATHER YOUR DOCUMENTS

Your mortgage company will ask for your personal and financial
information in order to determine what kind of help they can offer. Always
provide the most current version of anything requested and provide it in a
timely manner. Your list may vary, but be prepared to present:

« Evidence of Unemployment.

« Information about your expenses, including any other mortgages on
your home.

- Documentation of your assets, including your two most recent
bank statements.

« Income documentation, including your two most recent pay stubs or your
Profit and Loss statement (if self-employed) showing your year-to-date income.
