SPRINGFIELD — The U.S. Department
of Defense has approved an Innovative
Readiness Training project that will allow
the Airmen of the 183rd Civil Engineer
Squadron, 183rd Fighter Wing to build
affordable, safe and decent housing with
Habitat for Humanity of Sangamon County
in local low-income neighborhoods.

183rd Fighter Wing Commander Col.
Michael Meyer announced the partnership
with representatives from Habitat for
Humanity and the Enos Park Neighborhood
Improvement Association at the site of
the first project, a two-story townhouse
that will be built at 1137 North 5th Street,
Springfield.

“This is a win-win for both the Illinois
Air National Guard, Habitat for Humanity,
and — most importantly - local low-income
families,” said Assistant Adjutant General
— Air Brig. Gen. William Cobetto. “Our
Airmen practice the skills they need to
perform their military missions and,
through Habitat for Humanity, local
families get decent safe housing.”

The project is scheduled for three years
and the 183rd CES will help build as many
as 12 homes in Sangamon County.
