my vision was not 20/20
and you can’t pull into a
parking lot at 5,000 feet to
check where you are on
the map,” said Mundell.

‘Why Wyoming?

“My long term aim 1s
to have an example from
each state with as many
different types as pos-
sible. When I heard that
a casting was 1 progress I
asked a friend if he would
build me a unique model
of the Beech C-45 with
‘Wyoming ANG markings
to fill the gap in my collec-
tion,” saidd Mundell.

A very detailed pro-
cess 1s followed to make
the scale models. Small
scale producers are often
willing to produce mdi-
vidual models and color
schemes. “As these are
one-offs they are not
cheap, but your model
will be unique and very
collectable,” Mundell said.
