i. As discussed between Captain Way, MCB EOD Officer and Mr.
Alexander, MCB Environmental Engineer on 7 May 1987; no signifi-
cant impacts have occurred or are likely to occur by using napalm
in the G-10 Impact area.

2. Per references (a) and (b), solution A contains biodegradable
compounds: Fatty Acids and Anti-freeze; Solution B contains
corrosive hydroxides which are neutralized during use. Solution B
also contains less than i% pyrogallic acid which is not considered
to be a significant contaminant due to the limited use and disper-
sion in G-10.
