SUMMARY: Noticeis hereby given that the U.S. International Trade Commission has
determined to extend the date for determining whether to review the administrative law judge’s
(“ALJ’) fina initial determination (“final 1D”) in the above-captioned investigation from April
7, 2006 to April 13, 2006.

SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION: The Commission instituted this section 337
investigation on March 29, 2005, based on acomplaint filed by Flexsys AmericaLP. 70 Fed.
Reg. 15885 (March 29, 2005). The complaint, as supplemented, alleged violations of section
337 of the Tariff Act of 1930 in the importation into the United States, the sale for importation,
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and the sale within the United States after importation of certain rubber antidegradants,
components thereof, and products containing same that infringe claims 30 and 61 of U.S. Patent
No. 5,117,063, claims 7 and 11 of U.S. Patent No. 5,608,111, and claims 1, 32, and 40 of U.S.
Patent No. 6,140,538. The complaint and notice of investigation named five respondents. The
investigation was subsequently terminated as to two respondents and as to U.S. Patent No.
6,140,538.

On February 17, 2006, the ALJissued hisfinal 1D finding a violation of section 337 of
the Tariff Act of 1930, asamended (19 U.S.C. § 1337), by respondents Sinorgchem Co.,
Shandong, and Sovereign Chemical Company, but finding no violation of section 337 by
respondent Korea Kumho Petrochemical Co., Ltd. The ALJrecommended that the Commission
issue limited exclusion orders, but did not recommend that any bond be imposed for importations
during the Presidential review period. All parties petitioned for review of various parts of the
final ID. The current deadline for the Commission to determine whether to review the ALJ' s
final ID is April 7, 2006.

The Commission has determined to extend the date for determining whether to review the
ALJ sfinal ID from April 7, 2006 to April 13, 2006.

The authority for the Commission’s determination is contained in section 337 of the
Tariff Act of 1930, asamended (19 U.S.C. 8§ 1337), and in section 210.42(h) of the
Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure (19 C.F.R. § 210.42(h)).
