SUMMARY: Noticeis hereby given that acomplaint was filed with the U.S.
International Trade Commission on October 15, 2004, under section 337 of the Tariff
Act of 1930, as amended, 19 U.S.C. 81337, on behalf of SanDisk Corporation. A
supplement to the Complaint was filed on October 29, 2004. The complaint, as
supplemented, aleges violaions of section 337 in the importation into the United States,
the sde for importation, and the sde within the United States after importation of certain
NAND flash memory circuits and products containing same by reason of infringement
of clams 27, 28, and 32 of U.S. Patent No. 5,172,338. The complaint further aleges
that an industry in the United States exists as required by subsection (8)(2) of section
337.

The complanant requests that the Commisson ingtitute an investigation and, after the
investigation, issue a permanent exclusion order and a permanent cease and desist
order.

flash memory circuits and products containing same by reason of infringement of one or
more of claims 27, 28, and 32 of U.S. Patent No. 5,172,338, and whether an industry
in the United States exists as required by subsection (&)(2) of section 337.

Failure of arespondent to file atimely response to each dlegation in the
complaint and in this notice may be deemed to condtitute awalver of the right to appear
and contest the alegations of the complaint and this notice, and to authorize the
adminigrative law judge and the Commission, without further notice to the respondent,
to find the facts to be as dleged in the complaint and this notice and to enter afind
determination containing such findings, and may result in the issuance of alimited
excluson order or cease and desist order or both directed against such respondent.
