Activity Description/Purpose:

The purpose of the visit was for the Office of Health, Safety and Security (HSS) site lead to gain operational awareness of
the Oak Ridge Office (ORO)/Office of Environmental Management (EM) oversight activities and to review draft oversight
schedules for the coming year.

The HSS site lead met with EM managers to review next year’s oversight schedules. The HSS site lead received a general
listing of all EM oversight actions planned for FY 2012. EM is in the process of refining and prioritizing the reviews and
schedules. The EM Performance Assurance director will provide a copy to the HSS site lead when it is further developed.

The HSS site lead discussed start up plans for pending remediation work, including readiness assessments for tank W1A.

The purpose of the operational awareness activity was satisfied by the visit. The HSS site lead is now more familiar with the
EM oversight planning process and ongoing activities. Further interaction will be needed to establish HSS assessment
schedules for the next year.
