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Current MO 6 Word Macros

This document contains the current versions of MO6 Word macros as of April 2008:

Installing the Macro

To use the macros they must be added to your normal template in Word 97. The macros are stored within this document you are now reading (MO6macros Feb2003.doc), and must be copied into your normal.dot template as follows. 

MUDformat_0203
to format NASIS MUD reports
TUDformat_0203
to format NASIS TUD Template reports
osd_update
to update terminology in Official Series Descriptions

The suffix ‘_0203’ of the macro name indicates the revision date, which in this example is February 2003.

Steps to Install the Macros:

1. With this document open in Word,. click the ‘Tools’ menu,   then ‘Macro’,   then ‘Macros’.   In the Macros box, click ‘Organizer’.  In the ‘Organizer’ box,   click the ‘Macro Project Items’ tab.  On the left side, under the heading ‘Macro Project Items available in:’  make sure this document ‘MO6 Current Macros…..doc’ appears. On the right side, ‘normal.dot’ should be displayed.

2. In the large box on the left side, highlight the macro to be installed ( such as ‘MUDformat_0203’)  Then click the ‘Copy’ button to copy this macro to the ‘Normal.dot’ side. At this time you may delete the older versions of these macros if you wish. Close the ‘Organizer’ box.

You have now copied the macros to your normal.dot template.  If prompted when you exit, save changes to the ‘normal.dot’ . The macros will then be saved and available whenever a document is opened. 

The suffix ‘_0203’ of the macro name indicates the revision date, which in this example is February 2003. 

Running the Macro

1. Load the description document you want to format. (For example, the text file output from the NASIS map unit description report.)

2. Click ‘Tools’ menu,   then ‘Macro’, then ‘Macros’.   In the ‘Macros’ box, choose the appropriate MUD/TUD format macro,   then click ‘Run’.  If the macros do not appear under ‘Macros in: Normal.dot’ then it was not correctly copied over in the installation steps listed above.
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
