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The Compact aims to revitalize Malawi’s power sector by upgrading electricity infrastructure and improving the
performance of key institutions responsible for the electrical power sector. The project is intended to reduce outages
and system losses, improve efficiency of hydropower generation, improve service delivery to electricity consumers, and

create an enabling environment for private sector investment and expansion of electrification. The Compact is expected
to reduce energy costs to enterprises and households and enhance productivity and employment opportunities in key

economic sectors.
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The Compact aims to revitalize Malawi’s power sector by upgrading electricity infrastructure and
improving the performance of key institutions. The project is intended to reduce outages and
system losses, improve efficiency of hydropower generation, improve electric service delivery to
consumers, and create an enabling environment for private sector investment and expansion of
electrification. The Compact is expected to reduce energy costs to enterprises and households and
enhance productivity.

After a hold in July 2011 and suspension in March 2012, MCC reinstated the Malawi Compact in June 2012, recognizing the clear steps President Joyce Banda's Government took both to
reverse the negative pattern of actions that led to the hold and suspension and to demonstrate its commitment to the principles of democratic governance. MCC is currently reviewing
the scope and cost of the agreed program, while working with the Government to prepare for full implementation of Compact projects.
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
