Resettlement and technical 
designs are being finalized, and all 
works Invitations for Bids (IFBs) 
have or will launch in FY2012. 
Groundbreaking for the Ndioum 
Bridge (in the north) is planned 
for November 2012, with all other 
major works contracts being 
signed between November 2012 
and April 2012. 

The Government of Senegal has 
agreed with MCC on a schedule to 
reduce and eventually eliminate 
the gap between the annual roads 
maintenance funding needs and 
the actual available annual funds 
to carry out maintenance, in 
fulfillment of the initial Condition 
Precedent necessary for MCC 
to authorize initial construction 
works disbursements.

268,029 $390,300,000 Rehabilitate the main irrigation 
system in the Senegal River Valley, 
thereby securing up to 19,500 
hectares, enable the potential 
expansion of 8,000 hectares in the 
Delta zone and 440 hectares in 
the Podor zone, and improve land 
tenure management in the project 
intervention zones.

Final designs are now complete, 
and the Ngallenka RAP has 
been approved, with other 
Resettlement Action Plans in the 
final stages. Bidding for the Delta 
Lot 1 works contracts is ongoing, 
and a groundbreaking on the 
Podor small irrigation works 
(Ngallenka, in northern Senegal), 
is scheduled to take place before 
the end of 2012. 

The Government of Senegal-
financed independent audit of ir-
rigation infrastructure is complete 
and an Action plan for irrigation 
infrastructure maintenance has 
been initiated. This plan is a criti-
cal Compact condition precedent 
to irrigation works. As proof of 
completion of the land conditions 
precedent, local government 
authorities have submitted a 
package of ministerial orders that 
establish equitable land allocation 
procedures.

With three years left in the compact, MCA is entering the construction phase in both roads and irrigation projects. Resettlement and compensation of several thousand project affected 
people is ongoing, and MCC and MCA-Senegal are collaborating closely to manage the construction calendar, cost and quality. The Government of Senegal has committed $12 million for 
potential cost overruns, and has agreed to sign supplemental agreements committing funds in 2014 and 2015 if necessary. 

Proper management of resettlement issues remains a top priority to ensure compensation is timely and all affected persons are efficiently and fairly compensated. MCC/MCA-Senegal 
are employing high quality GIS maps and identifying opportunities to minimize the number of affected people. MCA-Senegal is evaluating compensation options after land initially 
expected to be used for in-kind compensation was determined not to be suitable.

The Land Tenure Security Activity has had great success reforming existing land tenure legislation in the Senegal River Valley. MCA-Senegal has been requested to preside over a 
working group with the objective of developing policy and legislative mechanisms (i.e., reforming existing land tenure legislation) to reproduce these efforts on a national scale. The 
land activity remains on-time and on-budget.
