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Air Force supports
Gerald Ford funeral

It’s what many Airmen work for, day in and
day out — the chance to actually do what they
have been training for, and to carry out their mis-
sion to the fullest. For members of the Air Force
Honor Guard here at Bolling AFB, this is that day.

These honor guardsmen helped the nation pay
its final respects to former President Gerald Ford.
The 38th president was honored with a funeral
service at the National Cathedral here Jan. 2.
Services will continue at the Ford presidential
museum in Grand Rapids, Mich.

The role of the honor guard began as soon as
news was heard that President Ford had died.
The guard maintains a 24-person state funeral
flyaway team, which is always on standby. They
deploy to wherever needed when notified a presi-
dent or senior statesman has died.

In the case of President Ford, the Airmen were
sent to California the morning of Dec. 27 to assist
the other services with
the transfer of Presi-
dent Ford’s body to the
church in Palm
Desert, Calif. While
his body lay in state,
Airmen and other ser-
vicemembers served
as a Guard of Honor,
maintain a vigil over
the president’s body at
all times.

The flyaway team
also assisted with the
airfield transfer to Air
Force One, and then
redeployed to Michigan
to await the president’s arrival at his museum. In
Washington, out of the 250 ceremonial guardsmen,
24 were flyaway team members and more than 80
Airmen were involved in the funeral. Two Airmen
were chosen as pallbearers for the president.

Other guardsmen formed cordons through
which the former president was carried, stood
in formation outside the Capitol, held vigil over
the president’s body and carried the flag, along
with Navy, Marines, Army and Coast Guard
members.

“This is what we train for,” said Senior Master
Sgt. Andre Karr, honor guard acting director of
operations. “We train with the other services ev-
ery quarter, and even when we are in the middle
of executing a funeral we are still training.

“This is the epitome of what being in the honor
guard is, the height of any ceremonial
guardsman’s career and it is an honor just to be
a part of it.”

Happy New Year Wolf Pack! What a great time of
year. The new year brings a renewed hope for contin-
ued health, improved wealth, increased happiness
and, of course, the opportunity to make personal
resolutions. I'm told some of us actually do fulfill our
resolutions and make our lives change for the better.

“personnel hygiene.”

Hopefully, you wake each
day and take a shower, brush your hair and teeth, put
on deodorant, don a clean uniform and head out to
your job. You take care of your personal hygiene
because you've been taught to do so and it has become
second nature to you. Think of your career in this
same vein and ingrain these same kinds of habits into
what I like to call “personnel hygiene.”

“Personnel hygiene” is ensuring your military
personnel record (both hard copy and electronic) is
accurate and up to date. We’ve all been told that no
one cares about your career more than you do and you
should always ensure your personnel information is
up to date and accurate. In the past, it was your
commander’s support staff or MPF who ensured your

Using virtual MPF

Did you know the following applications or actions are already
available to you?

1. Promotion orders are no longer produced in hard copy. After a
promotion is consummated, individual Airmen are expected to care-
fully review personnel data via virtual MPF, or vMPF, to ensure
promotion data is accurate.

2. Retraining: Airmen no longer need to come to the MPF to apply
for retraining but rather can do it directly via the Web.

3. Retirement: Airmen no longer need to come to the MPF to apply
for retirement but rather can do it directly via the Web.

4. Duty history updates: Airmen can now correct inaccurate duty
history directly via the Air Force Contact Center.

5. Enlisted assignment preferences: Airmen can now utilize the
VMPF to list their personal assignment preferences and, with the
click of a button, automatically update MilPDS.

6. CJRs: Individual’s record in MilPDS is automatically updated with
a CJR request during their first month of eligibility providing they
meet quality force factors which results in a reenlistment eligibility
code of “IR - First-term airmen selected for reenlistment under the
SRP.”

7. SRP: Individual Airman’s reenlistment eligibility is automatically
updated 30 days after appearing on the monthly SRP roster

8. Evaluation Appeals: Allows members to submit an appeal to
have an evaluation or report corrected, removed, and (if necessary)
request supplemental promotion consideration should the appeal be
approved. The service member will complete the application online
through the vMPF, and then upload or fax any supporting docu-
ments before routing to their commander or to the Air Force Con-
tact Center (AFCC).

record was up to date. You were notified when you
had to make a decision, take an action or received a
change to your record. It consists of decorations
updates, applications for separation, retirement,
retraining, career job reservation, assignment dream
sheets and many others. Many of these actions had to
be done by the MPF and, in many cases, in concert
with you. In the future, it will fall upon you to do this
for yourself. You must proactively review your record
via the Virtual MPF, or vMPF, and take full advan-
tage of the Air Force Contact Center and Web applica-
tions to complete personnel actions.

In addition, the following programs will fall to
Airmen over the next year or so: citizenship, separa-
tions and assignments. Soon after, evaluations,
promotions, reenlistments and awards and decora-
tions will all be accomplished directly via the AF
Contact Center or Web applications.

As you know, our Air Force is reducing in size,
especially in the support career fields. Program
Budget Directive, or “PBD” 720 chops nearly 40,000
manpower billets and eventually Airmen from the
ranks of our Air Force. The Personnel career field
itself will lose nearly 20 percent. This reflects ap-
proximately 15 percent of our officer and enlisted
Airmen. This means there will be fewer personnel in
the MPF and CSS available to assist you and you will
have to assume greater responsibility for your own
personnel needs.

I know what you’re thinking. Not only do you have
to do your day-to-day job but now you must also take
care of your own personnel actions as well. Although
the personnel professionals within the MPF and the
CSS stand ready to advise you and help you navigate
these new processes, you're absolutely right; the final
burden will fall squarely on your shoulders. But is it
really any different from what you do in your personal
life? Do you not bank on line or at least balance your
checkbook using account information readily available
on line? Like many of us, do you make your car
payment directly from your bank account? Don’t you
update your driver’s license on line? After all, who
wants to wait at the Department of Motor Vehicles for
hours when you can do it in the comfort of your own
home in minutes? The manpower and personnel
community is asking you to do the same for your
personnel business. I ask you to open your mind to
this “new” way of doing business and embrace it for
all its worth. I'm confident you’ll find it convenient
and more accessible than how we provided service in
the past. The Air Force is transforming at break-neck
speeds. Whether you like it or agree with it and in the
end, you’ll only hurt yourselfif you refuse to get
engaged in your “personnel hygiene.”

Saddam interrupted the proceedings regularly,
Baathist “dead-enders” tried to intimidate mem-
bers of the court and insurgents killed three de-
fense lawyers in the course of the trial, U.S. Am-
bassador to Iraq Zalmay Khalilzad noted when
the verdict was announced Nov. 5.

In a written statement, Amb. Khalilzad called
the verdict “an important milestone for Iraq” that
demonstrates the Iraqi’s commitment to the rule
of law. “A former dictator feared by mil-
lions, who killed his own citizens without
mercy or justice, who waged wars against

Former Iraqi dictator Saddam Hussein was ex-
ecuted Dec. 29, according to a statement issued
by President Bush.

The Iraqi High Tribunal sentenced Saddam and
seven other former aides to death Nov. 5 for or-
dering the massacre of 148 men in Dujail, Iraq,
in 1982. Acting on Saddam’s orders,
Traqi security forces gunned down and
tortured the villagers in retaliation
for a failed assassination attempt
against the former dictator.
