Effective April 20, 2012 at 8:45 AM

The following haddock rules apply to recreational anglers on private, party, or charter vessels
when fishing in the Federal waters of the Gulf of Maine. These rules are effective at 8:45 AM on
April 20, 2012 and will continue until further notice.

e A minimum haddock size of 18 inches, total length.
e An unlimited per-angler possession limit.

Federal Charter/Party Vessels: The most restrictive always applies. If your state has a minimum =~ |
size of 24 inches for cod but we have a minimum size of 19 inches, you must abide by the more
restrictive regulation (i.e., minimum size of 24 inches). If we allow a bag limit of 9 cod, but your

state allows a bag limit of 10 cod, you could only retain 9 cod.

Private Recreational Vessels: If your state has a minimum size of 24 inches for cod but we have a
minimum size of 19 inches, you must abide by the more restrictive regulation (i.e., minimum size of
24 inches). However, if we allow a bag limit of 9 cod, but your state allows a bag limit of 10 cod, you
can retain 9 cod in Federal waters and may retain a 10™ cod in your state’s waters before returning to
port.
