Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-1

tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled, 2

That the following sums are appropriated, out of any 3

money in the Treasury not otherwise appropriated, for the 4

fiscal year ending September 30, 2012, and for other pur-5

SALARIES AND EXPENSES 4

For necessary expenses of the Departmental Offices, 5

except for the Office of Terrorism and Financial Intel-6

ligence, including operation and maintenance of the Treas-7

ury Building and Annex; hire of passenger motor vehicles; 8

maintenance, repairs, and improvements of, and purchase 9

of commercial insurance policies for real properties leased 10

or owned overseas, when necessary for the performance 11

of official business, $185,749,000; of which up to 12

$1,000,000 may be contributed to the Global Tax Forum; 13

of which not to exceed $7,000,000, to remain available 14

until September 30, 2013, is available for information 15

technology modernization requirements, and the Office of 16

Critical Infrasture Protection and Compliance Policy; of 17

which $6,787,000 is for the Treasury-wide Financial 18

Statement Audit and Internal Control Program; of which 19

not to exceed $300,000 is for official reception and rep-20

resentation expenses; and of which not to exceed $258,000 21

is for unforeseen emergencies of a confidential nature, to 22

be allocated and expended under the direction of the Sec-23

retary of the Treasury and to be accounted for solely on 24

his certificate. 25
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OFFICE OF TERRORISM AND FINANCIAL INTELLIGENCE 1

SALARIES AND EXPENSES 2

(INCLUDING TRANSFERS OF FUNDS) 3

For the necessary expenses of the Office of Terrorism 4

and Financial Intelligence to safeguard the financial sys-5

tem against illicit use and to combat rogue nations, ter-6

rorist facilitators, weapons of mass destruction 7

proliferators, money launderers, drug kingpins, and other 8

national security threats, $100,000,000, of which 9

$1,000,000 is available until expended including $500,000 10

for secure space requirements: Provided, That the unobli-11

gated prior year balances associated with these activities 12

under the heading ‘‘Departmental Offices – Salaries and 13

Expenses’’ shall be transferred to and merged with this 14

account. 15

BUREAU OF CONSUMER FINANCIAL PROTECTION 16

ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS 17

SEC. 101. (a) During fiscal year 2012, the Board of 18

Governors of the Federal Reserve may not transfer more 19

than $200,000,000 to the Bureau of Consumer Financial 20

Protection for activities authorized to be carried out by 21

the Bureau under title X of the Dodd-Frank Wall Street 22

Reform and Consumer Protection Act (Public Law 111- 23

203). 24
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(b) During fiscal year 2012, the Bureau of Consumer 1

Financial Protection may not obligate more than 2

$200,000,000 for such activities. 3

SEC. 102. Effective October 1, 2012, notwithstanding 4

section 1017 of Public Law 111–203— 5

(1) the Board of Governors of the Federal Re-6

serve System shall not transfer amounts specified 7

under such section to the Bureau of Consumer Fi-8

nancial Protection; and 9

(2) there are authorized to be appropriated to 10

the Bureau of Consumer Financial Protection such 11

sums as may be necessary to carry out the authori-12

ties of the Bureau under Federal consumer financial 13

law.

allocated and expended under the direction of the Inspec-22

tor General of the Treasury. 23

SALARIES AND EXPENSES 3

For necessary expenses of the Treasury Inspector 4

General for Tax Administration in carrying out the In-5

spector General Act of 1978, including purchase (not to 6

exceed 150 for replacement only for police-type use) and 7

hire of passenger motor vehicles (31 U.S.C. 1343(b)), 8

$151,696,000, of which not to exceed $500,000 shall be 9

available for unforeseen emergencies of a confidential na-10

ture, to be allocated and expended under the direction of 11

the Inspector General for Tax Administration. 12

SPECIAL INSPECTOR GENERAL FOR THE TROUBLED 13

ASSET RELIEF PROGRAM 14

SALARIES AND EXPENSES 15

For necessary expenses of the Office of the Special 16

Inspector General in carrying out the provisions of the 17

Emergency Economic Stabilization Act of 2008 (Public 18

Law 110–343), $41,801,000. 19

FINANCIAL CRIMES ENFORCEMENT NETWORK 20

SALARIES AND EXPENSES 21

For necessary expenses of the Financial Crimes En-22

forcement Network, including hire of passenger motor ve-23

hicles; travel and training expenses, including for course 24

development, of non-Federal and foreign government per-25
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sonnel to attend meetings and training concerned with do-1

mestic and foreign financial intelligence activities, law en-2

forcement, and financial regulation; not to exceed $14,000 3

for official reception and representation expenses; and for 4

assistance to Federal law enforcement agencies, with or 5

without reimbursement, $110,788,000, of which not to ex-6

ceed $20,000,000 shall remain available until September 7

30, 2014. 8

Of the unobligated balances available under this 11

SALARIES AND EXPENSES 22

For necessary expenses of carrying out section 1111 23

of the Homeland Security Act of 2002, including hire of 24

passenger motor vehicles, $96,899,000; of which not to ex-25
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ceed $6,000 for official reception and representation ex-1

penses; not to exceed $50,000 for cooperative research and 2

development programs for laboratory services; and provi-3

sion of laboratory assistance to State and local agencies 4

with or without reimbursement. 5

UNITED STATES MINT 6

UNITED STATES MINT PUBLIC ENTERPRISE FUND 7

Pursuant to section 5136 of title 31, United States 8

Code, the United States Mint is provided funding through 9

the United States Mint Public Enterprise Fund for costs 10

associated with the production of circulating coins, numis-11

matic coins, and protective services, including both oper-12

ating expenses and capital investments. The aggregate 13

amount of new liabilities and obligations incurred during 14

fiscal year 2012 under such section 5136 for circulating 15

coinage and protective service capital investments of the 16

United States Mint shall not exceed $20,000,000. 17

BUREAU OF THE PUBLIC DEBT 18

ADMINISTERING THE PUBLIC DEBT 19

For necessary expenses connected with any public- 20

debt issues of the United States, $171,979,000, of which 21

not to exceed $2,500 shall be available for official recep-22

tion and representation expenses, and of which 23

$10,000,000 shall remain available until September 30, 24

2013: Provided, That the sum appropriated herein from 25
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the general fund for fiscal year 2012 shall be reduced by 1

not more than $8,000,000 as definitive security issue fees 2

and Legacy Treasury Direct Investor Account Mainte-3

nance fees are collected, so as to result in a final fiscal 4

year 2012 appropriation from the general fund estimated 5

at $163,979,000. In addition, $165,000 to be derived from 6

the Oil Spill Liability Trust Fund to reimburse the Bu-7

reau for administrative and personnel expenses for finan-8

cial management of the Fund, as authorized by section 9

1012 of Public Law 101–380. 10

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT FINANCIAL INSTITUTIONS 11

FUND PROGRAM ACCOUNT 12

To carry out the Riegle Community Development 13

Banking and Financial Institutions Act of 1994 (Public 14

Law 103–325), $183,000,000, to remain available until 15

September 30, 2013; of which $12,000,000 shall be for 16

financial assistance, technical assistance, training and out-17

reach programs, designed to benefit Native communities, 18

including Native Hawaiians and Alaskans, and provided 19

primarily through qualified community development lender 20

organizations with experience and expertise in community 21

development banking and lending in Indian country, Na-22

tive American organizations, tribes and tribal organiza-23

tions and other suitable providers; of which $22,965,000 24

may be for administrative expenses; and of which up to 25
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$10,315,000 may be used for the cost of direct loans: Pro-1

vided, That the cost of direct loans, including the cost of 2

modifying such loans, shall be as defined in section 502 3

of the Congressional Budget Act of 1974: Provided fur-4

ther, That these funds are available to subsidize gross obli-5

gations for the principal amount of direct loans not to ex-6

ceed $25,000,000: Provided further, That none of the 7

funds provided under this heading shall be available for 8

specialized programs, initiatives, or variations of financial 9

or technical assistance unless the Department of Treasury 10

demonstrates to the House and Senate Committees on Ap-11

propriations, the House Committee on Financial Services, 12

and the Senate Committee on Banking, Housing, and 13

Urban Development how the specialized programs, initia-14

tives, or variations can effectively address the findings in 15

the Riegle Community Development and Financial Institu-16

tions Act (Public Law 103–325). 17

INTERNAL REVENUE SERVICE 18

TAXPAYER SERVICES 19

For necessary expenses of the Internal Revenue Serv-20

ice to provide taxpayer services, including pre-filing assist-21

ance and education, filing and account services, and tax-22

payer advocacy services, $2,165,756,000, of which not less 23

than $5,100,000 shall be for the Tax Counseling for the 24

Elderly Program, of which not less than $9,500,000 shall 25

unteer Income Tax Assistance matching grants program 4

for tax return preparation assistance, of which not less 5

than $200,000,000 shall be available for operating ex-6

penses of the Taxpayer Advocate Service, and of which 7

not more than $15,481,000 shall be for expenses nec-8

essary to implement the tax credit in title II of Division 9

A of the Trade Act of 2002 (Public Law 107–210). 10

ENFORCEMENT 11

For necessary expenses for tax enforcement activities 12

of the Internal Revenue Service to determine and collect 13

owed taxes, to provide legal and litigation support, to con-14

duct criminal investigations, to enforce criminal statutes 15

related to violations of internal revenue laws and other fi-16

nancial crimes, and to purchase (for police-type use, not 17

to exceed 850) and hire passenger motor vehicles (31 18

U.S.C. 1343(b)), $5,226,603,000, of which not less than 19

$60,257,000 shall be for the Interagency Crime and Drug 20

Enforcement program. 21

OPERATIONS SUPPORT 22

For necessary expenses of the Internal Revenue Serv-23

ice to support taxpayer services and enforcement pro-24

grams, including rent payments; facilities services; print-25
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ing; postage; physical security; headquarters and other 1

IRS-wide administration activities; research and statistics 2

of income; telecommunications; information technology de-3

velopment, enhancement, operations, maintenance, and se-4

curity; and the hire of passenger motor vehicles (31 U.S.C. 5

1343(b)); $3,793,379,000; of which up to $300,000,000 6

shall remain available until September 30, 2013; of which 7

not to exceed $2,000,000 shall be for the Internal Revenue 8

Service Oversight Board; and of which not to exceed 9

$25,000 shall be for official reception and representation. 10

BUSINESS SYSTEMS MODERNIZATION 11

For necessary expenses of the Internal Revenue Serv-12

ice’s business systems modernization program, 13

$330,000,000, to remain available until September 30, 14

2014, for the capital asset acquisition of information tech-15

nology systems, including management and related con-16

tractual costs of said acquisitions, and related Internal 17

Revenue Service labor costs: Provided, That, with the ex-18

ception of labor costs, none of these funds may be obli-19

gated until the Internal Revenue Service submits to the 20

Committees on Appropriations a plan for expenditure that: 21

(1) meets the capital planning and investment control re-22

view requirements established by the Office of Manage-23

ment and Budget, including Circular A-11; (2) complies 24

with the Internal Revenue Service’s enterprise architec-25
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ture, including the modernization blueprint; (3) conforms 1

with the Internal Revenue Service’s enterprise life cycle 2

methodology; (4) is approved by the Internal Revenue 3

Service, the Department of the Treasury, and the Office 4

of Management and Budget; (5) has been received by the 5

Government Accountability Office; and (6) complies with 6

the acquisition rules, requirements, guidelines, and sys-7

tems acquisition management practices of the Federal 8

Government. 9

ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS—INTERNAL REVENUE 10

SERVICE 11

(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS) 12

SEC. 103. Not to exceed 5 percent of any appropria-13

tion made available in this Act to the Internal Revenue 14

Service or not to exceed 3 percent of appropriations under 15

the heading ‘‘Enforcement’’ may be transferred to any 16

other Internal Revenue Service appropriation upon the ad-17

vance approval of the Committees on Appropriations. 18

SEC. 104. The Internal Revenue Service shall main-19

tain a training program to ensure that Internal Revenue 20

Service employees are trained in taxpayers’ rights, in deal-21

ing courteously with taxpayers, and in cross-cultural rela-22

tions. 23

SEC. 105. The Internal Revenue Service shall insti-24

tute and enforce policies and procedures that will safe-25
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guard the confidentiality of taxpayer information and pro-1

tect taxpayers against identity theft. 2

SEC. 106. Funds made available by this or any other 3

Act to the Internal Revenue Service shall be available for 4

improved facilities and increased staffing to provide suffi-5

cient and effective 1–800 help line service for taxpayers. 6

The Commissioner shall continue to make the improve-7

ment of the Internal Revenue Service 1–800 help line serv-8

ice a priority and allocate resources necessary to increase 9

phone lines and staff to improve the Internal Revenue 10

Service 1–800 help line service. 11

SEC. 107. None of the funds made available by this 12

Act may be used by the Internal Revenue Service to imple-13

ment or enforce section 5000A of the Internal Revenue 14

Code of 1986, section 6055 of such Code, section 1502(c) 15

of the Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (Public 16

Law 111–148), or any amendments made by section 17

1502(b) of such Act. 18

SEC. 108. None of the funds made available in the 19

Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (Public Law 20

111–148) or the Health Care and Education Reconcili-21

ation Act of 2010 (Public Law 111–152) may be trans-22

ferred to the Internal Revenue Service for the purpose of 23

carrying out any provisions of, or amendments made by, 24

such Acts. 25
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SEC. 109. The Secretary shall report to the House 1

and the Senate Committees on Appropriations, the House 2

Committee on Ways and Means and the Senate Committee 3

on Finance every 30 days after enactment of this Act on 4

the implementation, enforcement, administration, or final-5

ization of regulations based on or pursuant to the Notice 6

of Proposed Rulemaking published in the Federal Register 7

on Friday, January 7, 2011 (76 Fed. Reg. 1105; REG- 8

146097-09), by the Internal Revenue Service of the De-9

partment of the Treasury. 10

ADMINISTRATIVE PROVISIONS—DEPARTMENT OF THE 11

fices—Salaries and Expenses, Office of Terrorism and Fi-19

nancial Intelligence, Office of Inspector General, Financial 20

Management Service, Alcohol and Tobacco Tax and Trade 21

Bureau, Financial Crimes Enforcement Network, and Bu-22

reau of the Public Debt, may be transferred between such 23

appropriations upon the advance approval of the Commit-24

tees on Appropriations: Provided, That no transfer may 25
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increase or decrease any such appropriation by more than 1

2 percent. 2

SEC. 112. Not to exceed 2 percent of any appropria-3

tion made available in this Act to the Internal Revenue 4

Service may be transferred to the Treasury Inspector Gen-5

eral for Tax Administration’s appropriation upon the ad-6

vance approval of the Committees on Appropriations: Pro-7

vided, That no transfer may increase or decrease any such 8

appropriation by more than 2 percent. 9

SEC. 113. Of the funds available for the purchase of 10

law enforcement vehicles, no funds may be obligated until 11

the Secretary of the Treasury certifies that the purchase 12

by the respective Treasury bureau is consistent with de-13

partmental vehicle management principles: Provided, That 14

the Secretary may delegate this authority to the Assistant 15

Secretary for Management. 16

SEC. 114. None of the funds appropriated in this Act 17

or otherwise available to the Department of the Treasury 18

or the Bureau of Engraving and Printing may be used 19

to redesign the $1 Federal Reserve note. 20

SEC. 115. The Secretary of the Treasury may trans-21

fer funds from Financial Management Service, Salaries 22

and Expenses to the Debt Collection Fund as necessary 23

to cover the costs of debt collection: Provided, That such 24

amounts shall be reimbursed to such salaries and expenses 25
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account from debt collections received in the Debt Collec-1

tion Fund. 2

SEC. 116. Section 122(g)(1) of Public Law 105–119 3

(5 U.S.C. 3104 note), is further amended by striking ‘‘12 4

years’’ and inserting ‘‘14 years’’. 5

SEC. 117. None of the funds appropriated or other-6

wise made available by this or any other Act may be used 7

by the United States Mint to construct or operate any mu-8

seum without the explicit approval of the Committees on 9

Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the 10

Senate, the House Committee on Financial Services, and 11

the Senate Committee on Banking, Housing and Urban 12

Affairs. 13

SEC. 118. None of the funds appropriated or other-14

wise made available by this or any other Act or source 15

to the Department of the Treasury, the Bureau of Engrav-16

ing and Printing, and the United States Mint, individually 17

or collectively, may be used to consolidate any or all func-18

tions of the Bureau of Engraving and Printing and the 19

United States Mint without the explicit approval of the 20

House Committee on Financial Services; the Senate Com-21

mittee on Banking, Housing, and Urban Affairs; and the 22

Committees on Appropriations of the House of Represent-23

atives and the Senate. 24
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SEC. 119. Funds appropriated by this Act, or made 1

available by the transfer of funds in this Act, for the De-2

partment of the Treasury’s intelligence or intelligence re-3

lated activities are deemed to be specifically authorized by 4

the Congress for purposes of section 504 of the National 5

Security Act of 1947 (50 U.S.C. 414) during fiscal year 6

2012 until the enactment of the Intelligence Authorization 7

Act for Fiscal Year 2012. 8

SEC. 120. Not to exceed $5,000 shall be made avail-9

able from the Bureau of Engraving and Printing’s Indus-10

trial Revolving Fund for necessary official reception and 11

representation expenses. 12

SEC. 121. Section 5114(c) of Title 31, United States 13

Code (relating to engraving and printing currency and se-14

curity documents), is amended by striking ‘‘for a period 15

of not more than 4 years’’. 16

SEC. 122. In the current fiscal year and and each 17

fiscal year hereafter, any person who forwards to the Bu-18

reau of Engraving and Printing a mutilated paper cur-19

rency claim equal to or exceeding $10,000 for redemption 20

will be required to provide the Bureau their taxpayer iden-21

tification number. 22

SEC. 123. Section 310(b)(2)(E) of title 31, United 23

States Code (relating to the Financial Crimes Enforce-24
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ment Network), is amended by inserting ‘‘and foreign’’ 1

after ‘‘Federal’’ the first time that it appears. 2

SEC. 124. Section 5318(g)(2)(A) of title 31, United 3

States Code (relating to reporting of suspicious trans-4

actions), is amended— 5

(1) by striking ‘‘and’’ at the end of clause (i); 6

(2) by striking the period at the end of clause 7

(ii) and inserting ‘‘; and’’; and 8

(3) by adding at the end the following: 9

‘‘(iii) no other person that the Sec-10

retary may prescribe by regulation, who 11

has knowledge that such report was made, 12

may disclose to any person involved in the 13

transaction that the transaction has been 14

reported.’’. 15

SEC. 125. Section 5319 of title 31, United States 16

Code (relating to availability of reports), is amended by 17

inserting after ‘‘title 5’’ the following: ‘‘, or under any 18

search Fund may not obligate more than $72,000,000 for 21

activities authorized by the Dodd-Frank Wall Street Re-22

form and Consumer Protection Act (Public Law 111– 23

203), of which not more than $64,468,000 is for the Of-24

fice of Financial Research. 25
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SEC. 127. During fiscal year 2012, the Secretary of 1

Treasury may not obligate more than $200,000,000 for 2

the administrative expenses of the Office of Financial Sta-3

bility for carrying out the Troubled Assets Relief Pro-4

gram. 5

SEC. 128. Section 5331(a) of title 31, United States 6

Code, is amended— 7

(1) by striking paragraph (1) and inserting the 8

following: 9

‘‘(1)(A) who is engaged in a trade or business, 10

and’’; 11

(2) by redesignating paragraph (2) as subpara-12

graph (B); 13

(3) in subparagraph (B), as so redesignated, by 14

adding ‘‘or’’ at the end; and 15

(4) by inserting after subparagraph (B), as so 16

redesignated, the following new paragraph: 17

‘‘(2) who is required to file a report under sec-18

tion 6050I(g) of the Internal Revenue Code of 19

SEC. 129. Section 120 of the Emergency Economic 21

‘‘(2) PROTECTION OF EXISTING OBLIGATIONS 11

AN OFFER TO PARTICIPATE IN THE PROGRAM.— 13

Paragraph (1) shall not apply with respect to assist-14

ance provided on behalf of a homeowner who, before 15

the date of the enactment of this subsection, was ex-16

tended an offer to participate in the Home Afford-17

able Modification Program on a trial or permanent 18

basis.’’. 19

For necessary expenses for the White House as au-6

thorized by law, including not to exceed $3,850,000 for 7

services as authorized by 5 U.S.C. 3109 and 3 U.S.C. 105; 8

subsistence expenses as authorized by 3 U.S.C. 105, which 9

shall be expended and accounted for as provided in that 10

For the purposes of this sec-2

tion, the term ‘‘office’’ shall include the entire suite of of-3

fices assigned to the individual, as well as any other space 4

used primarily by the individual or the use of which is 5

directly controlled by the individual. 6

or section 708 of this Act, funds made available for the 8

current fiscal year by this or any other Act shall be avail-9

able for the interagency funding of national security and 10

emergency preparedness telecommunications initiatives 11

which benefit multiple Federal departments, agencies, or 12

entities, as provided by Executive Order No. 12472 (April 13

3, 1984). 14

SEC. 712. (a) None of the funds appropriated by this 15

or any other Act may be obligated or expended by any 16

Federal department, agency, or other instrumentality for 17

the salaries or expenses of any employee appointed to a 18

position of a confidential or policy-determining character 19

excepted from the competitive service pursuant to 5 20

U.S.C. 3302, without a certification to the Office of Per-21

sonnel Management from the head of the Federal depart-22

ment, agency, or other instrumentality employing the 23

Schedule C appointee that the Schedule C position was 24
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not created solely or primarily in order to detail the em-1

ployee to the White House. 2

(b) The provisions of this section shall not apply to 3

Federal employees or members of the armed forces de-4

(1) the Central Intelligence Agency; 6

(2) the National Security Agency; 7

els of emotional response or psychological stress in 14

some participants; 15

(3) does not require prior employee notification 16

of the content and methods to be used in the train-17

ing and written end of course evaluation; 18

(4) contains any methods or content associated 19

with religious or quasi-religious belief systems or 20

‘‘new age’’ belief systems as defined in Equal Em-21

ployment Opportunity Commission Notice N– 22

915.022, dated September 2, 1988; or 23
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(5) is offensive to, or designed to change, par-1

ticipants’ personal values or lifestyle outside the 2

workplace. 3

(b) Nothing in this section shall prohibit, restrict, or 4

otherwise preclude an agency from conducting training 5

bearing directly upon the performance of official duties.

SEC. 715. No funds appropriated in this or any other 7

Act or any other Act may be used to provide any non- 15

public information such as mailing or telephone lists to 16

any person or any organization outside of the Federal 17

Government without the approval of the Committees on 18

Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the 19

Senate. 20

SEC. 719. No part of any appropriation contained in 21

this or any other Act shall be used directly or indirectly, 22

including by private contractor, for publicity or propa-23

ganda purposes within the United States not heretofore 24

authorized by the Congress. 25

of its affiliates or subsidiaries to a candidate for 17

election for Federal office or to a political com-18

mittee, or that is otherwise made with respect to any 19

election for Federal office. 20

(2) Any disbursement of funds (other than a 21

payment described in paragraph (1)) made by the 22

entity, its officers or directors, or any of its affiliates 23

or subsidiaries to any person with the intent or the 24

reasonable expectation that the person will use the 25
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funds to make a payment described in paragraph 1

(1). 2

(b) In this section, each of the terms ‘‘contribution’’, 3

‘‘expenditure’’, ‘‘independent expenditure’’, ‘‘election-4

eering communication’’, ‘‘candidate’’, ‘‘election’’, and 5

‘‘Federal office’’ has the meaning given such term in the 6

Federal Election Campaign Act of 1971 (2 U.S.C. 431 7

et seq.). 8

SEC. 739. Except as expressly provided otherwise, 9

any reference to ‘‘this Act’’ contained in any title other 10

than title IV or VIII shall not apply to such title IV or 11

VIII. 12

SEC. 740. None of the funds made available by this 13

Act may be used to enter into a contract, memorandum 14

of understanding, or cooperative agreement with, make a 15

grant to, or provide a loan or loan guarantee to, any cor-16

poration with an unpaid Federal tax liability that has been 17

assessed, for which all judicial and administrative rem-18

edies have been exhausted or have lapsed, and that is not 19

being paid in a timely manner pursuant to an agreement 20

with the authority responsible for collecting the tax liabil-21

ity. 22

SEC. 741. None of the funds made available by this 23

Act may be used to enter into a contract, memorandum 24

of understanding, or cooperative agreement with, make a 25
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grant to, or provide a loan or loan guarantee to, any cor-1

poration that was convicted of a felony criminal violation 2

under any Federal law within the preceding 24 months. 3

SEC. 742. None of the funds made available by this 4

Act may be expended for any new hire by any Federal 5

agency funded in this Act that is not verified through the 6

E–Verify Program established under section 403(a) of the 7

Illegal Immigration Reform and Immigrant Responsibility 8

Act of 1996 (8 U.S.C. 1324a note). 9

TITLE VIII 10

GENERAL PROVISIONS—DISTRICT OF 11

COLUMBIA 12

SEC. 801. There are appropriated from the applicable 13

funds of the District of Columbia such sums as may be 14

necessary for making refunds and for the payment of legal 15

settlements or judgments that have been entered against 16

the District of Columbia government. 17

SEC. 802. None of the Federal funds provided in this 18

Act shall be used for publicity or propaganda purposes or 19

implementation of any policy including boycott designed 20

to support or defeat legislation pending before Congress 21

or any State legislature. 22

SEC. 803. (a) None of the Federal funds provided 23

under this Act to the agencies funded by this Act, both 24

Federal and District government agencies, that remain 25
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available for obligation or expenditure in fiscal year 2012, 1

or provided from any accounts in the Treasury of the 2

United States derived by the collection of fees available 3

to the agencies funded by this Act, shall be available for 4

obligation or expenditures for an agency through a re-5

programming of funds which— 6

(1) creates new programs; 7

(2) eliminates a program, project, or responsi-8

bility center; 9

(3) establishes or changes allocations specifi-10

cally denied, limited or increased under this Act; 11

(4) increases funds or personnel by any means 12

for any program, project, or responsibility center for 13

which funds have been denied or restricted; 14

(5) re-establishes any program or project pre-15

viously deferred through reprogramming; 16

(6) augments any existing program, project, or 17

responsibility center through a reprogramming of 18

funds in excess of $3,000,000 or 10 percent, which-19

ever is less; or 20

(7) increases by 20 percent or more personnel 21

assigned to a specific program, project or responsi-22

bility center, 23

unless the Committees on Appropriations of the 24

House of Representatives and the Senate and the 25
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President are notified in writing 15 days in advance 1

of the reprogramming. 2

(b) The District of Columbia government is author-3

ized to approve and execute reprogramming and transfer 4

requests of local funds under this title through November 5

1, 2012. 6

SEC. 804. None of the Federal funds provided in this 7

Act may be used by the District of Columbia to provide 8

for salaries, expenses, or other costs associated with the 9

offices of United States Senator or United States Rep-10

resentative under section 4(d) of the District of Columbia 11

Statehood Constitutional Convention Initiatives of 1979 12

(D.C. Law 3–171; D.C. Official Code, sec. 1–123). 13

SEC. 805. Except as otherwise provided in this sec-14

tion, none of the funds made available by this Act or by 15

any other Act may be used to provide any officer or em-16

ployee of the District of Columbia with an official vehicle 17

unless the officer or employee uses the vehicle only in the 18

performance of the officer’s or employee’s official duties. 19

For purposes of this section, the term ‘‘official duties’’ 20

does not include travel between the officer’s or employee’s 21

residence and workplace, except in the case of— 22

(1) an officer or employee of the Metropolitan 23

Police Department who resides in the District of Co-24

lumbia or a District of Columbia government em-25
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ployee as may otherwise be designated by the Chief 1

of the Department; 2

(2) at the discretion of the Fire Chief, an offi-3

cer or employee of the District of Columbia Fire and 4

Emergency Medical Services Department who re-5

sides in the District of Columbia and is on call 24 6

hours a day or is otherwise designated by the Fire 7

Chief; 8

(3) at the discretion of the Director of the De-9

partment of Corrections, an officer or employee of 10

the District of Columbia Department of Corrections 11

who resides in the District of Columbia and is on 12

call 24 hours a day or is otherwise designated by the 13

Director; 14

(4) the Mayor of the District of Columbia; and 15

(5) the Chairman of the Council of the District 16

of Columbia. 17

SEC. 806. (a) None of the Federal funds contained 18

in this Act may be used by the District of Columbia Attor-19

ney General or any other officer or entity of the District 20

government to provide assistance for any petition drive or 21

civil action which seeks to require Congress to provide for 22

voting representation in Congress for the District of Co-23

lumbia. 24
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(b) Nothing in this section bars the District of Co-1

lumbia Attorney General from reviewing or commenting 2

on briefs in private lawsuits, or from consulting with offi-3

cials of the District government regarding such lawsuits. 4

SEC. 807. None of the Federal funds contained in 5

this Act may be used for any program of distributing ster-6

ile needles or syringes for the hypodermic injection of any 7

illegal drug. 8

SEC. 808. Nothing in this Act may be construed to 9

prevent the Council or Mayor of the District of Columbia 10

from addressing the issue of the provision of contraceptive 11

coverage by health insurance plans, but it is the intent 12

of Congress that any legislation enacted on such issue 13

should include a ‘‘conscience clause’’ which provides excep-14

tions for religious beliefs and moral convictions. 15

SEC. 809. None of the Federal funds contained in 16

this Act may be used to enact or carry out any law, rule, 17

or regulation to legalize or otherwise reduce penalties asso-18

ciated with the possession, use, or distribution of any 19

schedule I substance under the Controlled Substances Act 20

(21 U.S.C. 801 et seq.) or any tetrahydrocannabinols de-21

rivative. 22

SEC. 810. None of the funds appropriated under this 23

Act shall be expended for any abortion except where the 24

life of the mother would be endangered if the fetus were 25
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carried to term or where the pregnancy is the result of 1

an act of rape or incest. 2

SEC. 811. (a) No later than 30 calendar days after 3

the date of the enactment of this Act, the Chief Financial 4

Officer for the District of Columbia shall submit to the 5

appropriate committees of Congress, the Mayor, and the 6

Council of the District of Columbia, a revised appropriated 7

funds operating budget in the format of the budget that 8

the District of Columbia government submitted pursuant 9

to section 442 of the District of Columbia Home Rule Act 10

(D.C. Official Code, sec. 1–204.42), for all agencies of the 11

District of Columbia government for fiscal year 2012 that 12

is in the total amount of the approved appropriation and 13

that realigns all budgeted data for personal services and 14

other-than-personal services, respectively, with anticipated 15

actual expenditures. 16

(b) This section shall apply only to an agency for 17

which the Chief Financial Officer for the District of Co-18

lumbia certifies that a reallocation is required to address 19

unanticipated changes in program requirements. 20

SEC. 812. No later than 30 calendar days after the 21

date of the enactment of this Act, the Chief Financial Offi-22

cer for the District of Columbia shall submit to the appro-23

priate committees of Congress, the Mayor, and the Council 24

for the District of Columbia, a revised appropriated funds 25
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operating budget for the District of Columbia Public 1

Schools that aligns schools budgets to actual enrollment. 2

The revised appropriated funds budget shall be in the for-3

mat of the budget that the District of Columbia govern-4

ment submitted pursuant to section 442 of the District 5

of Columbia Home Rule Act (D.C. Official Code, Sec.1– 6

204.42). 7

SEC. 813. Amounts appropriated in this Act as oper-8

ating funds may be transferred to the District of Colum-9

bia’s enterprise and capital funds and such amounts, once 10

transferred, shall retain appropriation authority consistent 11

with the provisions of this Act. 12

SEC. 814. Except as expressly provided otherwise, 13

any reference to ‘‘this Act’’ contained in this title or in 14

title IV shall be treated as referring only to the provisions 15

of this title or of title IV. 16

SPENDING REDUCTION ACCOUNT 18

SEC. 901. Any amendments made after January 19, 19

2009, to the regulations set forth in sections 20

title 31, Code of Federal Regulations, are hereby repealed, 22

and such regulations are restored and shall be carried out 23

as in effect on such date, notwithstanding any guidelines, 24

opinions, letters, Presidential directives, or agency prac-25
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tices relating to such regulations issued or carried out 1

after such date: Provided, That any references in such sec-2

tion 515.561 to the regulations set forth in section 3

515.560(c) of such Code shall be considered to be ref-4

erences to such regulations as in effect on January 19, 5

2009. 6

SEC. 902. The amount by which the applicable alloca-7

tion of new budget authority made by the Committee on 8

Appropriations of the House of Representatives under sec-9

tion 302(b) of the Congressional Budget Act of 1974 ex-10

ceeds the amount of proposed new budget authority is $0. 11

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Financial Services and 12

General Government Appropriations Act, 2012’’. 13
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
