Except as otherwise expressly provided, whenever in
this Act an amendment or repeal s expressed in terms of
an amendment to, or repeal of, a section or other provision,
the reference shall be considered to be made to a section or
other provision of the Elementary and Secondary Edu-
cation Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 6301 et seq.).

SEC. 4. TRANSITION.

Unless otherwise provided in this Act, any person or
agency that was awarded a grant under the Elementary
and Secondary Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C. 6301 et
seq.) prior to the date of the enactment of this Act shall
continue to recewe funds in accordance with the terms of
such award, except that funds for such award may not con-
tinue more than one year after the date of the enactment
of this Act.

SEC. 5. EFFECTIVE DATES.

(a) IN GENERAL—ZExcept as otherwise provided in
this Act, this Act, and the amendments made by this Act,
shall be effective upon the date of enactment of this Act.

(b) NONCOMPETITIVE PROGRAMS.—With respect to

noncompetitive programs under which any funds are allot-

ted by the Secretary of Education to recipients on the basis
of a formula, this Act, and the amendments made by this
Act, shall take effect on July 1, 2012.

(¢c) COMPETITIVE PROGRAMS.—With respect to pro-
grams that are conducted by the Secretary on a competitive
basis, this Act, and the amendments made by this Act, shall
take effect with respect to appropriations for use under those
programs for fiscal year 201.3.

(d) ImpAcT AID.—With respect to title 1V of the Act
(20 U.S.C. 7701 et seq.) (Impact Aid), this Act, and the
amendments made by this Act, shall take effect with respect
to appropriations for use under that title for fiscal year
2015.

TITLE I—TEACHER PREPARA-

TION AND EFFECTIVENESS
SEC. 101. TEACHER PREPARATION AND EFFECTIVENESS.

(a) HEADING.—The title heading for title II (20

“SEC. 2101. PURPOSE.

“The purpose of this part is to provide grants to State
educational agencies and subgrants to local educational
agencies to—

“(1) increase student achievement consistent with

State academic standards under section 1111;

“(2) 1mprove teacher and school leader effective-
ness;

“(3) provide evidence-based, continuous, job-em-
bedded professional development; and

“(4) develop and implement teacher evaluation
systems to link teacher performance with student
achievement to determine teacher effectiveness.

“Subpart 1—Grants to States
“SEC. 2111. ALLOTMENTS TO STATES.

“la) IN GENERAL—OFf the amounts appropriated
under section 3(a), the Secretary shall reserve 75 percent
to make grants to States with applications approved under
section 2112 to pay for the Federal share of the cost of car-
rying out the activities specified in section 2113. Fach
grant shall consist of the allotment determined for a State
under subsection (b).

“(b) DETERMINATION OF ALLOTMENTS.—
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“(1) RESERVATION OF FUNDS.—Of the amount

reserved under subsection (a) for a fiscal year, the

Secretary shall reserve—

“(A) not more than 1 percent to carry out
national actwities under section 2132;

“(B) one-half of 1 percent for allotments to
outlying areas on the basis of thewr relative need,
as determined by the Secretary, in accordance
with the purpose of this part; and

“(C) one-half of 1 percent for the Secretary
of the Interior for programs under this part in
schools operated or funded by the Bureaw of In-
dvan Education.

“(2) STATE ALLOTMENTS.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—Subject to subpara-
graph (B), from the funds reserved under sub-
section (a) for any fiscal year and not reserved
under paragraph (1), the Secretary shall allot to
each State the sum of—

“(1) an amount that bears the same re-
lationship to 50 percent of the funds as the
number of individuals age 5 through 17 in
the State, as determined by the Secretary on
the basis of the most recent satisfactory

data, bears to the number of those individ-
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uals i all such States, as so determined;
and

“(in) an amount that bears the same
relationship to 50 percent of the funds as
the number of individuals age 5 through 17
from families with incomes below the pov-
erty line in the State, as determined by the
Secretary on the basis of the most recent
satisfactory data, bears to the number of
those individuals in all such States, as so
determined.
“(B) SMALL STATE MINIMUM.—No State re-

cerving an  allotment under subparagraph (A)

may receive less than one-half of 1 percent of the

total amount of funds allotted under such sub-
paragraph for a fiscal year.
“(¢) ALTERNATE DISTRIBUTION OF FUNDS.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—Subject to paragraphs (2)
through (5), if a State does not apply to the Secretary
Jor an allotment under this section, a local edu-
cational agency located in such State may apply to
the Secretary for a portion of the funds that would
have been allotted to the State had such State applied
Jor an allotment under this section to carry out the

activities under this part.
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“(2) APPLICATION.—In order to receive an allot-
ment under paragraph (1), a local educational agency
shall submit to the Secretary an application at such
tvme, in such manner, and containing the informa-
tion described in section 2122.

“(3) USE OF FUNDS.—A local educational agen-
cy recewving an allotment under paragraph (1)—

“(A) shall use such funds to carry out the
activities described in section 2123(1); and
“(B) may use such funds to carry out the

activities described in section 2123(2).

“(4) REPORTING REQUIREMENTS.—A local edu-
cational agency recewing an allotment under para-
graph (1) shall carry out the reporting requirements
described in section 2131(a), except that annual re-
ports shall be submatted to the Secretary and not a
State educational agency.

“(5) AMOUNT OF ALLOTMENT—An allotment
made to a local educational agency under paragraph
(1) for a fiscal year shall be equal to the amount of
subgrant funds that the local educational agency
would have recewved under subpart 2 had such agency
applied for a subgrant under such subpart for such

fiscal year.
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“(d) REALLOTMENT.—If a State does not apply for an
allotment under this section for any fiscal year or only a
portion of the State’s allotment 1s allotted under subsection
(c), the Secretary shall reallot the State’s entire allotment
or the remaining portion of its allotment, as the case may
be, to the remaining States in accordance with subsection
().
“SEC. 2112. STATE APPLICATION.

“(a) IN GENERAL.—For a State to be eligible to receive
a grant under this subpart, the State educational agency
shall submit an application to the Secretary at such time
and in such a manner as the Secretary may reasonably
require, which shall include the following:

“(1) A description of how the State educational
agency will meet the requirements of this subpanrt.

“(2) A description of how the State educational
agency will use a grant receiwed under section 2111,
mcluding the grant funds the State unll reserve for
State-level activities under section 2113(a)(2).

“(3) A description of how the State educational
agency will facilitate the sharing of evidence-based
and other effective strategies among local educational
agencies.

“(4) In the case of a State educational agency

that 1s not developing or implementing a statewide
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1 teacher evaluation system, a description of how the
2 State educational agency will ensure that each local
3 educational agency in the State receiving a subgrant
4 under subpart 2 wunll implement a teacher evaluation
5 system that meets the requirements of clauses (1)
6 through (v) of section 2123(1)(A).
7 “(5) In the case of a State educational agency
8 that is developing or implementing a statewide teach-
9 er evaluation system—
10 “(A) a description of how the State edu-
11 cational agency will work with local educational
12 agencies in the State to implement the statewide
13 teacher evaluation system within 3 years of the
14 date of enactment of the Encouraging Innovation

“(d) NoTIFICATION.—If the Secretary finds that an

application s not in compliance, in whole or in part, with

this subpart, the Secretary shall—

“(1) gwe the State educational agency notice
and an opportunity for a hearing; and

“(2) notify the State educational agency of the

finding of noncompliance and, wn such notification,

shall—
“(A) cite the specific provisions in the ap-
plication that are not in compliance; and
“(B) request additional information, only
as to the moncompliant provisions, mneeded to
make the application compliant.

“le) RESPONSE.—If a State educational agency re-

22 sponds to a notification from the Secretary under subsection

approve such application prior to the later of—

“(f) FAILURE 1O RESPOND.—If a State educational
agency does not respond to a notification from the Secretary
under subsection (d)(2) during the 45-day period beginning
on the date on which the agency received the notification,
such application shall be deemed to be disapproved.

“SEC. 2113. STATE USE OF FUNDS.

“(a) IN GENERAL.—A State educational agency that
recewves a grant under section 2111 shall—

“(1) reserve 95 percent of the grant funds to
make subgrants to local educational agencies under
subpart 2; and

“(2) use the remainder of the funds, after reserv-
g funds under paragraph (1), for the State activi-
ties described in subsection (b), except that the State
may reserve not more than 1 percent of the grant
Junds for planning and administration related to car-

rying out activities described in subsection (b).

“(a) IN GENERAL—Each State receiwving a grant
under section 2111 shall use the funds reserved under sec-
tion 2113(a)(1) to award subgrants to local educational
agencies under this section.

“(b) ALLOCATION OF FUNDS.—From the funds re-
served by a State under section 2113(a)(1), the State edu-
cational agency shall allocate to each local educational
agency in the State the sum of—

“(1) an amount that bears the same relationship
to 50 percent of the funds as the number of individ-

wals age 5 through 17 in the geographic area served

State on the basis of the most recent satisfactory data,
bears to the number of those individuals in the geo-
graphic areas served by all the local educational agen-
cies in the State, as so determined; and

“(2) an amount that bears the same relationship
to 50 percent of the funds as the number of individ-
uals age 5 through 17 from families with incomes
below the poverty line wn the geographic area served
by the local educational agency, as determined by the
State on the basis of the most recent satisfactory data,
bears to the number of those individuals in the geo-
graphic areas served by all the local educational agen-

cies in the State, as so determined.

“SEC. 2122. LOCAL APPLICATIONS.

“To be eligible to receive a subgrant under this sub-

part, a local educational agency shall submit an applica-
tion to the State educational agency involved at such time,
m such a manner, and containing such information as the
State educational agency may reasonably require that, at

a minimum, shall include the following:

“(1) A description of—
“(A) how the local educational agency will

meet the requirements of this subpart;
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“(B) how the activities to be carried out by
the local educational agency wnder this subpart
will be evidence-based, improve student academic
achievement, and improve teacher and school
leader effectiveness;

“(C) in the case of a local educational agen-
cy not i a State with a statewide teacher eval-
uation system, the teacher evaluation system that
will be developed and implemented under section
2123(1) and how such system will meet the re-
quirements described in clauses (i) through (v) of
section 2123(1)(A);

“(D) how, in developing and implementing
such a teacher evaluation system, the local edu-
cational agency will work with parents, teachers,
school leaders, and other staff of the schools
served by the local educational agency; and

“(E) how the local educational agency will
develop and vmplement such a teacher evaluation
system within 3 years of the date of enactment
of the Encouraging Innovation and Effective
Teachers Act.

“(2) In the case of a local educational agency in

a State with a statewide teacher evaluation system, a

description of how the local educational agency will

“SEC. 2131. REPORTING REQUIREMENTS.

“(a) LOCAL EDUCATIONAL AGENCIES.—FEach local
educational agency receiving a subgrant under subpart 2
shall submat to the State educational agency involved, on
an annual basis until the last year in which the local edu-
cational agency receives such subgrant funds, a report on—

“(1) how the local educational agency is meeting
the purposes of this part described in section 2101;

“(2) how the local educational agency 1s using
such subgrant funds;

“(3) the number and percentage of teachers in
each category established under clause (111) of section
2123(1)(A), except that such report shall not reveal
personally identifiable information about an indi-
vidual teacher; and

“(4) any such other information as the State
educational agency may require.

“(b) STATE EDUCATIONAL AGENCIES.—Each State
educational agency receiving a grant under subpart 1 shall
submit to the Secretary a report, on an annual basis until
the last year in which the State educational agency receives
such grant funds, on—

“(1) how the State educational agency is meeting
the purposes of this part described in section 2101;

and
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“(2) how the State educational agency is using
such grant funds.

“SEC. 2132. NATIONAL ACTIVITIES.

“From the funds reserved by the Secretary under sec-
tion 2111(b)(1)(A), the Secretary shall, directly or through
grants and contracts—

“(1) provide technical assistance to States and
local educational agencies in carrying out activities
under this part; and

“(2) acting through the Institute of Education
Sciences, conduct national evaluations of activities
carried out by State educational agencies and local
educational agencies under this part.

“SEC. 2133. STATE DEFINED.

“In this part, the term ‘State’ means each of the 50
States, the District of Columbia, and the Commonwealth
of Puerto Rico.”.

(¢) PART B.—Part B of title II (20 U.S.C. 6661 et
seq.) 1s amended to read as follows:

“PART B—TEACHER AND SCHOOL LEADER

FLEXIBLE GRANT
“SEC. 2201. PURPOSE.
“The purpose of this part is to improve student aca-

demic achievement in the core academic subjects by—
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“(1) supporting all State educational agencies,
local educational agencies, schools, teachers, and
school leaders to help all students meet the State’s
academic standards; and
“(2) ancreasing the number of teachers and
school leaders who are effective in increasing student
academic achievement.

“Subpart 1—Formula Grants to States

“SEC. 2211. STATE ALLOTMENTS.

“(a) RESERVATIONS.—From the amount appropriated

under section 3(a) for any fiscal year, the Secretary—

“(1) shall reserve 25 percent to award grants to
States under this subpart; and

“(2) of the amount reserved under paragraph
(1), shall reserve—

“(A) not more than 1 percent for national
activities described in section 2233;

“(B) one-half of 1 percent for allotments to
outlying areas on the basis of thewr relative need,
as determined by the Secretary, in accordance
with the purpose of this part; and

“(C) one-half of 1 percent for the Secretary
of the Interior for programs under this part in
schools operated or funded by the Bureaw of In-

dian Education.
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“(b) STATE ALLOTMENTS.—

“(1) IN GENERAL.—From the total amount re-
served under subsection (a)(1) for each fiscal year and
not reserved under subparagraphs (4) through (C) of
subsection (a)(2), the Secretary shall allot, and make
available wn accordance with this section, to each
State an amount that bears the same ratio to such
sums as the school-age population of the State bears
to the school-age population of all States.

“(2) SMALL STATE MINIMUM.—No State receiv-
g an allotment under paragraph (1) may receive
less than one-half of 1 percent of the total amount al-
lotted under such paragraph.

“(3) REALLOTMENT.—If a State does not receive
an allotment under this subpart for a fiscal year, the
Secretary shall reallot the amount of the State’s allot-
ment to the remaining States in accordance with this
section.

“(c) STATE APPLICATION.—In order to recetve an al-
lotment under this section for any fiscal year, a State shall
submit an application to the Secretary, at such time and
m such manner as the Secretary may reasonably require.

Such application shall—
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“(1) designate the State educational agency as
the agency responsible for the administration and su-
pervision of programs assisted under this part;

“(2) describe how the State educational agency
will use funds recetved under this section for State
level activities described in subsection (d)(3);

“(3) describe the procedures and criteria the
State educational agency will use for reviewing appli-
cations and awarding subgrants to eligible entities
under section 2221 on a competitive basis;

“(4) describe how the State educational agency
will ensure that subgrants made under section 2221
are of sufficient size and scope to support effective
programs that will help increase academic achieve-
ment in the classroom and are consistent with the
purposes of this part;

“(5) describe the steps the State educational

“(111) Developing, or assisting eligible
entities in developing—

tems for teachers and school leaders;

“(II) strategies that provide dif-
ferential, incentive, or bonus pay for
teachers; or

“(1I1) teacher advancement initia-
twes that promote professional growth
and emphasize multiple career paths
and pay differentiation.

“(iw) Developing, or assisting eligible
entities in  developing, new teacher and
school leaders induction and mentoring pro-
grams that are designed to—

“(1) improve instruction and stu-

dent learning and achievement; and
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“(II) wncrease the retention of ef-
fective teachers and school leaders.

“(v) Providing professional develop-
ment for teachers and school leaders that is
Jocused on—

“(I) improving teaching and stu-
dent learning and achievement wn the
core academic subjects; and

“(II) 1mproving teaching, student
learning, and achievement for students
with disabilities, English learners, and
other special populations.

“(vi) Providing tratming and technical
assistance to eligible entities that receive a
subgrant under section 2221.

“(B) TEACHER OR SCHOOL LEADER PREPA-

“SEC. 2221. LOCAL COMPETITIVE GRANT PROGRAM.

“le) DURATION OF AWARDS.—A State educational
agency may award subgrants under this section for a period
of mot more than 5 years.

“f) MarcHING.—An eligible entity receiving a
subgrant under this section shall provide, either directly or
through private contributions, non-Federal matching funds
equal to not less than 10 percent of the amount of the
subgrant.

“SEC. 2222. LOCAL AUTHORIZED ACTIVITIES.

“la) IN GENERAL—FEach eligible entity receiving a
subgrant under section 2221 shall use such subgrant funds
to develop, implement, and evaluate comprehensive pro-
grams and actwities, that are in accordance with the pur-
pose of this part and—

“(1) are consistent with the principles of effec-

“(4) courses of instruction within magnet schools
that will substantially strengthen the knowledge of

academic subjects and the attainment of tangible and
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marketable career, technical, and professional skills of

students attending such schools;

“(5) improving the ability of local educational
agencies, including through professional development,
to continue operating magnet schools at a high per-
Jormance level after Federal funding for the magnet
schools 1s termainated; and

“(6) ensuring that students enrolled in the mag-
net school programs have equitable access to a quality
education that will enable the students to succeed aca-
demically and continue with postsecondary education
or employment.

“SEC. 3122. DEFINITION.

“For the purpose of this subpart, the term ‘magnet
school” means a public elementary school, public secondary
school, public elementary education center, or public sec-
ondary education center that offers a special curriculum ca-

pable of attracting substantial numbers of students of dif-

“(B) the manner and extent to which the
magnet school program will increase student
academic achievement in the instructional area
or areas offered by the school;

“(C) how the applicant will continue the
magnet school program after assistance under
this subpart s no longer available, and, if appli-

cable, an explanation of why magnet schools es-
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tablished or supported by the applicant with

grant funds under this subpart cannot be contin-
ued without the use of grant funds under this
subpanrt;

“(D) how grant funds under this subpart
will be used—
“(0) to amprove student academic
achievement for all students attending the
magnet school programs; and
“(11) to implement services and activi-
ties that are consistent with other programs
under this Act, and other Acts, as appro-
priate; and
“(K) the criteria to be used in selecting stu-
dents to attend the proposed magnet school pro-
gram; and
“(2) assurances that the applicant will—

“(A) use grant funds under this subpart for
the purposes specified i section 3121;

“(B) employ effective teachers in the courses
of instruction assisted under this subpart;

“(C) not engage in discrimination based on
race, religion, color, national origin, sex, or dis-

ability in—
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1 “(1) the hiring, promotion, or assign-
2 ment of employees of the applicant or other
3 personnel for whom the applicant has any
4 administrative responsibility;
5 “(1n) the assignment of students to
6 schools, or to courses of instruction within

“SEC. 3127. USE OF FUNDS.

“(A) are designed to make available the spe-
cial curriculum that 1s offered by the magnet
school program to students who are enrolled in
the school but who are not enrolled 1n the magnet
school program; and

“(B) further the purpose of this subpart;
“(5) for activities, which may nclude profes-

stonal development, that will build the recipient’s ca-
pacity to operate magnet school programs once the
grant period has ended;

“(6) to enable the local educational agency, or
consortium of such agencies, to have more flexibility
m the administration of a magnet school program in
order to serve students attending a school who are not

enrolled v a magnet school program; and
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“(7) to enable the local educational agency, or
consortium of such agencies, to have flexibility in de-
signing magnet schools for students in all grades.

“(b) SPECIAL RULE—CGrant funds under this subpart

“(4) To coordinate activities funded under this
subpart with parent involvement initiatives funded
under section 1118 and other provisions of this Act.

“(5) To assist the Secretary, State educational
agencies, and local educational agencies in the coordi-
nation and integration of Federal, State, and local
services and programs to engage families in edu-

cation.

“SEC. 3142. GRANTS AUTHORIZED.

“la) STATEWIDE FAMILY ENGAGEMENT CENTERS.—

25 From the amount appropriated under section 3(b)(1)(C),
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the Secretary 1s authorized to award grants for each fiscal
year to statewide organizations (and consortia of such orga-
nizations and State educational agencies), to establish
Statewide Family Engagement Centers that provide com-

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g evaluation results, reporting, or other data exhib-
iting such demonstrated experience.
“(5) An assurance that the applicant will—

“(D) ensure that the Center will retain staff
with the requisite traiming and experience to
serve parents in the State;

“(E) serve urban, suburban, and rural local
educational agencies and schools;

“(F) work with—

“(1) other Statewide Family Engage-
ment Centers assisted under this subpart;
and

“(1n) parent traiming and information
centers and community parent resource cen-
ters assisted under sections 671 and 672 of
the Indwviduals with Disabilities Education
Act;

“(G) use not less than 30 percent of the

Junds recerved under this subpart for each fiscal
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year to establish or expand technical assistance
Jor evidence-based parent education programs;

“(H) provide assistance to State edu-
cational agencies and local educational agencies
and community-based organizations that support
Jamily members in supporting student academic
achievement;

“(I) work with State educational agencies,
local educational agencies, schools, educators,
and parents to determine parental needs and the
best means for delivery of services to address
such needs; and

“tJ) conduct sufficient outreach to assist
parents, including parents who the applicant
may have a difficult time engaging with a school
or local educational agency.

“SEC. 3144. USES OF FUNDS.

“(a) IN GENERAL.—Grantees shall use grant funds re-
cewed under this subpart, based on the needs determined
under section 3143(b)(5)(1), to provide training and tech-
nical assistance to State educational agencies, local edu-
cational agencies, and organizations that support famaily-

“(1) REIMBURSEMENT REQUIRED.—A partici-
pant in the Program who 1s paid a stipend or bonus
under subsection (d) shall be required to repay the sti-
pend or bonus under the following circumstances:

“(A) The participant fails to obtain teacher
certification or licensing or to obtain employ-
ment as an elementary school teacher, secondary
school teacher, or career and technical teacher as
required by the participation agreement under
subsection (d)(1).

“(B) The participant voluntarily leaves, or
18 termanated for cause from, employment as an
elementary  school teacher, secondary school
teacher, or career and techwical teacher during
the 3 years of required service in violation of the
participation agreement.
