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DESIGNATEZ A COORDINATOR OF INFORMATION

By virtue of the authority vested in me as President

of the United States and as Commander in Chief of the Army
and I:ae.ry of the United States, it is ordered as follows:

I. There is hereoy established the position of
Coordinator of Information, with authority to collect and
analyze all information and data, which may bear upon
national security; to correlate such information and data,
and to make such information and data available to the
Preside and to such denartments and officials of the
Government as the President may determine; and to carry
out, when requested by the President, such supplementary
activities as may facilitate the securing of information
important for national security not now available to the
Government.

2. The seyeral deeartments and agencies of the govern-
ment shall make available to the Coordinator of Information
all and any such information and data relating to national
security as the Coordinator, with the approval of the Presi-
dent, may from time to time request.

3. The Coordinator of information may appoint such
committees, consisting of appropriate representatives of the
various departments and agencies of the Government, as he
may deem necessary to assist him in the performance of his
functions.

4. Nothing in the auties an responsibilities of
the Coordinator of Information shall in any way inter-
fere with or impair the duties and responsibilities of
the regular military and naval aavisers of the President
as Commandz:r in Chi3f of the Army and Navy.
