
SHIPPING YOUR VEHICLE TO THE ROK 

 A Guide Designed to Simplify the Vehicle Registration 

Process 

 

THE OVERALL PROCESS: 

1. Find out vehicle has arrived at Seoul VPC 

2. Receive temporary plates from Pyongtaek 

3. Receive written decal from Pass & Registration 

4. Pick vehicle up from Seoul VPC 

5. Receive Safety Inspection from Osan AB 

6. Receive permanent plates from Pyongtaek 

(Must turn in temp tags at this time) 

1. Register vehicle on base & receive registration decal at  

Pass & Registration (Bldg 765) 

 

 

Now that you know the overall process to ship your vehicle to 

Korea, we will provide detailed information for each step.  

Be sure to follow the steps carefully as this process is 

extensive and contains many requirements.

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STEP 1 –  

TRACKING YOUR VEHICLE

Your vehicle will be shipped to the Seoul VPC located at 

Camp Kim near Yongsan Army Garrison. 

 

The above website will assist you in locating your vehicle 

and notifying you of it’s arrival at the port.  It also contains 

directions, working hours, and contact information which 

you can use to make an appointment for vehicle pick-up.

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STEP 2 –  

RECEIVING TEMPORARY PLATES 
The only option of receiving temporary plates for your vehicle is by

To Register for 10-DAY Temporary Plates, you MUST have: 
1. ID Card (CAC) 

2. USFK License ( If you have been on Osan less than 30 days, your orders 

and stateside license are okay.) 

3. Proof of Insurance in sponsor’s name (Make sure it is accepted within 

South Korea and the VIN matches title) 

4. Title of Motor Vehicle ( proof of ownership) 

5. Orders/700-19/Letter of Employment 

6. Korean Won (last known cost is 1,800 kw) for Temp Reg and Plates 

7. Exception to Policy (if applicable) 

8. Power of Attorney (if applicable)

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-DRIVING DIRECTIONS- 

  
FROM OSAN TO PYONGTAEK VEHICLE REGISTRATION OFFICE  

1. DEPART OSAN AB BY TURNING LEFT WHEN EXITING MORIN GATE 

2. CONTINUE STRAIGHT FOR APPROXIMATELY 1 MILE  
YOU WILL DRIVE OVER A BRIDGE AND REACH A TRAFFIC LIGHT.  

CONTINUE STRAIGHT THROUGH THE TRAFFIC LIGHT.  

3. AFTER PASSING THROUGH, CONTINUE STRAIGHT FOR APPROXIMATELY 1.5 MILES  
(APPROX. 2.5 MILES TOTAL DISTANCE TRAVELED)  

4. YOU WILL REACH THE FIRST TRAFFIC LIGHT/INTERSECTION ON THIS ROAD. TURN RIGHT AT THE 

LIGHT.  
(YOU WILL SEE SIGNS FOR HIGHWAY 317)  

5. FOLLOW THIS ROAD FOR APPROXIMATELY 4 MILES;  

YOU WILL SEE A GOLF COURSE ON YOUR UPPER RIGHT-HAND SIDE.  
(IT LOOKS LIKE BIG POLES AND A NET.)  

6. WHEN THE GOLF COURSE IS ADJACENT TO THE LEFT OF YOUR VEHICLE, YOU WILL TURN LEFT.  

(APPROX. 6.5 MILES TOTAL DISTANCE TRAVELED)  
7. TAKE THE FIRST IMMEDIATE LEFT ON THIS ROAD. YOU WILL SEE A BUILDING RESEMBLING A LOG 

CABIN ON YOUR LEFT HAND SIDE. THIS IS THE VEHICLE REGISTRATION OFFICE.  

  
TO OSAN AB FROM PYONGTAEK VEHICLE REGISTRATION OFFICE  

1. TURN RIGHT OUT OF THE VEHICLE REGISTRATION OFFICE PARKING LOT.  

2. TURN RIGHT AND MOVE INTO THE RIGHT HAND LANE AT THE TRAFFIC LIGHT.  
3. TURN RIGHT AT THE TRAFFIC LIGHT.  

YOU WILL CONTINUE STRAIGHT ON THIS ROAD FOR APPROX. 4 MILES,  

4. WHEN THE ODOMETER READS APPROX. 4 MILES, YOU WILL SEE A BUILDING WITH AN ORANGE 
ROOF ON YOUR UPPER LEFT HAND SIDE. YOU WILL ALSO SEE SIGNS FOR HIGHWAY 306.  

5. TURN LEFT AT THIS TRAFFIC FIGHT ONTO HIGHWAY 306.  

6. FOLLOW THIS ROAD FOR APPROXIMATELY 1.5 MILES.  
7. YOU WILL THEN REACH A TRAFFIC LIGHT. (APPROX. 5.5 MILES TOTAL TRIP TIME ON ODOMETER)  

8. CONTINUE STRAIGHT THROUGH THE TRAFFIC LIGHT FOR APPROXIMATELY 1 MILE.  

YOU WILL DRIVE OVER A BRIDGE AND CONTINUE TOWARDS OSAN AB.  
WHEN YOU REACH THE Y, BEAR OFF TO THE LEFT HAND SIDE.  

(APPROX 6.1 MILES TOTAL TRIP DISTANCE TRAVELED)  

*(IF YOU BEAR TO THE RIGHT, YOU WILL REACH DOOLITTLE GATE 
WHERE YOU CAN PICK-UP 24 HOUR PASSES FOR VEHICLE ACCESS). 

9. MORIN GATE WILL BE ON YOUR RIGHT HAND SIDE AFTER YOU DRIVE OVER THE SPEED BUMPS. 

(APPROX. 6.5 MILES TOTAL DISTANCE TRAVELED)  
YOU MUST HAVE A PASS FOR YOUR VEHICLE TO GAIN ACCESS TO THE INSTALLATION.  

  

IF YOU NEED TO TAKE A TAXI TO THIS LOCATION, THEY SHOULD BE ABLE TO FIND IT WITHOUT 
COMPLICATION. (APPROXIMATELY 10,000 WON - OFF BASE TAXI)  

  

THE KOREAN EMPLOYEES WORKING AT THE OFFICE SPEAK BOTH ENGLISH AND HANGUL, AND 
COULD SPEAK TO THE TAXI DRIVER, IF NEED BE. (TO CALL FROM A CELL PHONE, DIAL 031-8024-

5522/ 5523).

STEP 3 –  

RECEIVING WRITTEN DECAL  

(USFK FORM 192) 
 

Now that you’ve received your temporary plates, you must 

obtain a temporary written decal (USFK Form 192) that 

allows you access to all USFK Installations.  You must have 

this prior to picking-up your vehicle in Seoul. 

 

You can obtain this pass at Pass & Registration (Bldg 765) 

by presenting a Vehicle Technician with the Permit for 

Temporary Plates you received from Pyongtaek. 

 

AGAIN, BE ADVISED, TEMPORARY PLATES ARE ONLY 

VALID FOR 10 DAYS. THIS MEANS YOU MUST 

COMPLETE ALL ADDITIONAL STEPS WITHIN THIS 10-

DAY PERIOD AND RETURN THE TEMPORARY PASS 

TO PASS AND REGISTRATION AND THE TEMPORARY 

PLATES TO THE PYONGTAEK OFFICE (REGARDLESS 

OF WHERE YOU OBTAINED THEM). IF YOU DO NOT 

COMPLY, YOU WILL BE CHARGED 1,000,000 WON. 
 

Display USFK Fm 192 on driver side dashboard at all times. 

 

If you cannot complete all required items within 10 days, you are 

still responsible for turning in the temporary plates to avoid 

charges.  Your vehicle will have to sit in authorized parking until 

all other steps are accomplished. 
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STEP 4- 

PICKING-UP VEHICLE FROM  

SEOUL VPC 

  
 

You will receive a Korean Customs Import Document from 

the Seoul VPC. You will need this document to apply for 

permanent registration. (Example on Page 9) 

 

You will also receive a Shipping Document from the Seoul 

VPC that you will need to obtain permanent registration. 

(Example on Page 10) 

 

This form is Not your Safety Inspection. 

 

The Seoul VPC can assist you with your drive back to Osan.

You must receive a Safety Inspection and Emissions Test at 

OSAN AB at either the auto hobby shop or the car care 

center.  This is the only authorized facility for personnel 

stationed at Osan attempting to register a vehicle.  

Currently there are no certified Area V facilities off base.  

The cost is $20.00. 
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STEP 5-  

RECEIVING SAFETY INSPECTION 

  
 

THE INSPECTION MUST BE PERFORMED AT A 

DESIGNATED FACILITY ON OSAN AB. 

There are no certified off base facilities in Area V. 

 

AUTO CAR CENTER 

OR 

AUTO HOBBY SHOP 

 

Cost is $20.00 

 

To come on base with your vehicle before you have obtained 

on base registration, you can receive a temporary vehicle 

pass at Doolittle Gate. 

 

The Safety Inspection must be performed within 30 days of 

obtaining a permanent registration. 

The date on the receipt of the Safety Inspection must be 

within 30 days of obtaining permanent registration.

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STEP 6 – RECEIVING PERMANENT 

PLATES/KOREAN REGISTRATION 
 

 

You only have one option of receiving your permanent plates: 

Going off base to Pyongtaek DMV. 

 

 
Temporary plates must be turned in to Pyongtaek before receiving 

permanent registration. 
 

 

To receive Korean Registration, you MUST have: 

 
1. ID (CAC) 

2. USFK License (If you have been in Osan for less than 30 days, your 

orders and stateside license are okay.) 

3. Proof of Insurance 

4. Korean Customs Import Document (from the VPC) 

5. Copy of Orders/USFK Fm 700-19/ Letter of Employment 

6. Safety Inspection 

7. (last known fee amount) 12,800 kw 

8. Exception to Policy (if applicable) 

9. Power of Attorney (if applicable) 

 

 

FEEL FREE TO HAVE A VEHICLE TECHNICIAN REVIEW 

YOUR FORMS BEFORE APPLYING FOR PERMANENT 

TAGS WITH PYONGTAEK. 
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STEP 7-  

REGISTERING ON BASE  

TO RECEIVE REGISTRATION DECAL 

 
 

Now that your vehicle is registered in Korea, the government recognizes it 

off base.  In order to drive your vehicle on base, you must obtain Base 

Registration.  This is the final step of the registration process and it can 

only be accomplished at Pass & Registration. 

 
Plates MUST be affixed to the front and rear of the vehicle 

prior to receiving registration decal.  

 

After this is accomplished, the following documents will be needed 

to FINALIZE the registration process: 

1. Proof of Insurance  

2. ID Card (CAC) 

3. USFK License 

4. Safety Inspection 

5. Korean Registration 

6. USFK 31EK Application for Registration 

7. If military – Copy of Orders 

If CTR – USFK Form 700-19 

If CIV – Letter of Employment 

Exception to Policy (if applicable) 

 
We understand that the registration process is an extensive one and our office is attempting to 

making it as simple as possible.  Please understand that we need to maintain these 
requirements in order to be in compliance with our host nation’s laws. Our vehicle 

technicians are here to assist you throughout this process. Feel free to ask questions any 

time you may have them if you feel that you do not understand.
