e All personnel have been accounted for
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NNSS Fire and Rescue are responding with assistance from Bureau of Land Management
(BLM)

There is no road access in the area; crews will fight the fire from the air

The acreage of the fire is as yet undetermined

No infrastructure has been impacted

There is no contamination in the area
