INVESTIGATION AS TO RESPONDENTS LG BASED ON SETTLEMENT

SUMMARY:: Notice is hereby given that the U.S. International Trade Commission has
determined not to review an initial determination (“ID”) (Order No. 39) of the presiding
administrative law judge (“ALJ”) granting a joint motion of complainant FlashPoint Technology,
Inc. of Peterborough, New Hampshire (“FlashPoint”) and respondents LG Electronics, Inc. of
Seoul, South Korea, LG Electronic U.S.A., Inc. of Englewood Cliffs, New Jersey, and LG
Electronics MobileComm U.S.A., Inc. of San Diego, California (collectively “LG”) to terminate
the above-referenced investigation as to LG based on a settlement agreement.

SUPPLEMENTARY INFORMATION: The Commission instituted this investigation on July
13, 2010, based on a complaint filed by FlashPoint. 75 Fed. Reg. 39971-2 (Jul. 13, 2010). The
complaint alleged violations of Section 337 of the Tariff Act of 1930, as amended, 19 U.S.C.

8§ 1337, in the importation into the United States, the sale for importation, and the sale within the
United States after importation of certain electronic imaging devices by reason of infringement
of certain claims of U.S. Patent Nos. 6,134,606; 6,163,816; and 6,262,769. The complaint
named Nokia Corp of Espoo, Finland; Nokia, Inc. of Irving, Texas; Research In Motion Ltd. of



Waterloo, Ontario; Research In Motion Corp. of Irving, Texas; HTC Corporation of Taoyuan,
Taiwan; HTC America, Inc. of Bellevue, Washington; and LG as respondents.

On June 28, 2011, FlashPoint and LG filed a joint motion to terminate the investigation
as to LG on the basis of a settlement agreement. The motion indicated that there are no other
agreements, written or oral, express or implied, between FlashPoint and LG regarding the subject
matter of this investigation. On June 30, 2011, a public version of the motion was filed, which
included a public version of the settlement agreement. On July 1, 2011, the ALJ issued the
subject 1D, granting the joint motion. No petitions for review were filed.

The Commission has determined not to review the ID.
The authority for the Commission’s determination is contained in Section 337 of the

Tariff Act of 1930, as amended (19 U.S.C. § 1337), and in section 210.42 of the Commission’s
Rules of Practice and Procedure (19 C.F.R. § 210.42).
