B Point of Origin (FL 15)

— When Admission Type is not “newborn”
B 4 - Transfer from a Hospital
B 5 - Transfer from a Skilled Nursing Facility (SNF)
B 6 — Transfer from another Health Care Facility

— When Admission Type is “newborn”
m 4 - Notused
B 5 - Born inside this Hospital
B 6 — Born outside of this Hospital




Incorporating New Codes

Incorporating new codes
— 1CD-9-CM
— MS-DRG
B CMS no longer supports Version 24 (CMS-DRG)

B Pediatric defined as age < 18 and MDC not 14

— Different hospitals
