During the 3 r d quarter of F Y 2009 from April 1 to June 30, 2009, 2,729 carriers met the 
definition of high-risk carriers. The F M C S A completed CRs on 2,342, or 86 percent, of these 
high-risk carriers. During the 4 t h quarter of FY 2009 from July 1 to September 30, 2009, 
2,577 carriers met the definition of high-risk carriers. The F M C S A completed CRs on 2,262, or 
88 percent, of these high-risk carriers. Therefore, for the 3 r d and 4 t h quarters of F Y 2009, 
FMCSA completed CRs on 4,604, or 87 percent, of the 5,306 high-risk carriers. 

Consistent with congressional mandates, F M C S A has improved the identification of high-risk 
carriers and increased the number of CRs conducted on these and other carriers. This is 
evidenced by the 106 percent increase in CRs conducted on high-risk carriers during the 
3 r d quarter and the 99 percent increase during the 4 t h quarter of F Y 2009.
