* Section 203(c) of the Immigration and Nationality Act provides a maximum of 55,000 immigrant visas each fiscal year to permit immigration 
opportunities for persons from countries other than the principal sources of current immigration to the United States.  The Nicaraguan 
Adjustment and Central American Relief Act (NACARA) of 1997 (Pub. L. 105−100 enacted November 19,1997) provides that beginning with 
Fiscal Year 1999, and for as long as necessary, the 55,000 diversity visa numbers available for a fiscal year will be reduced by up to 5,000 
annually to offset adjustments under the NACARA program.  This provision resulted in the reduction of the FY−2000 through FY−2003 
diversity visa limits to 50,000 numbers.  (See Appendix E.)
