We want to congratulate you, the First Lady and her entire Task Force for having the
courage to tackle the critical issue of health care reform.

Meeting the heaith care needs of Americans, keeping health cost growth in line with
overall economic growth, and spreading costs fairly throughout the economy are all
matters of paramount importance. Accomplishing these goals will help dictate the
future standard of living for Americans, the competitiveness of American business in
a global economy, and the ability of American businesses to offer well paying, high
value-added jobs. Moreover, as is so aptly stated in your proposal, a health system
must reflect fundamental national beliefs about community, equality, justice and
liberty.

Many elements of yobr proposal will be 'particu‘!arly important to the corﬁpetitiveness
of those businesses, including our own, which are expected to help lead this country
in the international market place. We would like to highlight some of them.

Establishing, as a matter of this nation’s health policy, a new means to heip finance
health care for retirees who are not yet 65, is most appropriate. - All of our -major
trading partners spread the costs for those not part of the active work force through
the overall economy. Similar treatment in the United States will enhance our ability
to compete internationally, while protecting the health care needs of all Americans.
We commend you for ingluding this provision in your proposal.

We also support a requirement that all employers help finance health care for all:

All economic activity should carry its fair share
of health costs. Further, we strongly endorse the provision permitting employers to
continue to deduct health benefit costs as a business expense.




To assure our nation’s ability to provide expanded health coverage, we agree it is
essential to have budget discipline for the entire health system. Reducing the burden
of heaith costs will help stimuiate the economy and promote job growth. The
alternative, capping only public sector spending, results in cost shifting and not cost
reduction -- problems our industry confronts today -- and increasing obstacles to job
creation.

Dear Mr. President:

As you prepare to formally announce the details of your
health care reform plan, I wish tc express my support for the
significant initiatives you have taken on this subject. I
compiiment you €or having the political courage to face up to
the serious econcmic and social problems currently before us,
the fortitude to pursue your gcals forthrightly, and the de-
termination to move effective plans through Congress.

As I indicated to you in our luncheon conversation on
June 16, and in my previous letters of July 31 and September
10, health care issues have been a subject of serious study and
deep concern within our company for the past 10 years. Given'
yeur plan, the means for applying adequate reform and deliv-
ering qualitiy health care with cost containment can be put in
place for all Americans.

' My knowledge of your plan, at this time, is limited to
various press reports that have appeared over the past few
weeks, If they are accurate, however, two aspects of your plan
- strike at the heart of the current problems, and that I support
- enthusiastically. They are: '

1. Cost sharing and deductibles. Each individual

~definitely must share at least a portion of the cost. 1In my

July 31 letter to you, I spoke of the need for consequences for
all. Your provision for reasonable deductibles, together with
co-payments, will help tc establish a sense of responsibility
with the user of health services, and provide some financial
consequences for his or her actions. This is an absolutely
~esgential feature in order to contain costs.

2. Universal coverage. Every American should have access
to health care, and your system steadfastly provides for this.
Thia is an excellent goal unto itself, and one that has bheen
badly needed. But this general provision also will have a
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benefit on the cost-containment side. Your plan requires every
empioyer who i3 able to pay for his or her employees' health
care plan to do so. Such costs, therefore, cannot be shifted
to others. The load is fairly distributed. This will prove to
be a pivotal element in the ability to hold down health care
costs for all. Also, your approach to the problems of small
business is fair and equitable. ,

There are many other features of the plan that I strongly
applaud, such as the reduction of red tape in claims .
processing, the effort to cut down on duplication and outright
fraud in prescribing and billing for services, and the need to
address malpractice and related litigation issues. This is a
complex proposal and I'm certain there will be other provisions
we will endorse as equally useful. If I fault your plan at all
it would be in the area of litigation cost containment, and
disciplining cf the trial lawyers. They are abusing American
gsociety as much as the health industry, and this is a good time
to bring this part of the abuse to rest. Please do this.

I applaud the members of the commission headed by Mrs.
Clinton for their work. They have done a masterful job of
putting together a package to address this most difficult
problem that has grown, largely without restraint, for many
years. It is my hope that the members of your administration
will have freguent, ongoing contact on this subject with
business leaders, who -- together with the government and its
taxpayers -- are responsible for paying the bill for all health
care in America. v

: Some have criticized this effort as bringing too much
government into the free market system. The health industry
has no free market. Involvement of government in the manner
you propose works to establish a free market and therefore
allows market forces to work -- market forces that have been
absent in the past.

As I have stated previously, I am seriously interested in
sclutions to our ration's health care dilemma, If I can assist
you in any way, please call on me. I congratulate you on the
progress made thus far, and encourage your continued strong
support of health care reform, cost containment, and quality
health delivery. : .

Care Initiative. Having just reviewed the outline of the Health Care Initiative, faxed

" to me by Alexis Herman, it seems appropriate to share my reaction to it, asa small
busmess ownper.

Our company is a family-owned business, started in 1962, a.nd we employ 110 people.
We presently offer a 125 Cafeteria Plan/401K package to all eligible (full-time)
employees. We allocate 15% of each employee’s wages to fund this program. For
most employees,; this fifteen percent covers 100% of the employees’ premmm for
medical, dental and prescrxpnon coverage.

The bepefits to your program are:

1. Small business health care costs will be reduced sxgmﬁmﬂy
7.9% of payroll.

2. Employees will be asked to,share in the expensw of their coverage.

3. You prograiﬁ includes malpractice reform and will include changes to
‘the workers’ compensation msurame systems, addressing the issue of
fraud, stress claims, etc.

4, 'Focus will be on education and preventative medxcme (What a
’ refreshing change in attitude. )

S.  You are allowing 10 years for this program to be phased in, which will
' ‘allow the very small employers time to adjust their costs, prices, etc.
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There are some concerns, or unanswered questions that come m«mind*

1. Who will pay the premiums when an employee loses or changes Job
starts a small business, moves or becomes ill?

2. . Who will bear the burden of subsidizing premiums for those retired
. people between 55 and 657

Your biggest opposition will obviously come from the Pharmaceutical companies -
who are the biggest “offenders" in the area of increasing our medical costs and
doctors, who are probably feclmg that they will "lose income and lose control” if your
plan is put into place. '

Our company’s position, based op the information received to date, is one of
STRONG SUPPORT for your program. By addressing the issues of preventative
medicine and cost controliraducnon you and your team are def'mnely on the right
track. _

whether your specific initlative is the best that could be developed, or even if
it will work. Probably no one can say for sure. But I firmly believe that if we
focus on this issue as a nation, then we will succeed in eventually :
overcoming this major obstacle to continued growth.

- Your leadership in champxbning this effort must continue, and not
give way to those who are too old to accept new ideas, and too defeated by
current crcumstance to boliavc that a better way is achigvable.

To put my comments in their proper perspective, I should tell you that
I own an 11-year-old marketing firm with 16 employees. Annual revenues
are 52 million, annual payroll about $550,000. Our company policy is to pay
100% of health care premiums for single coverage for all employees. Those
who opt for family coverage; pay for the difference via a pre-tax payroll
deduction. Employees have thelr choice of three managed plans: a clinic
based HMO plan, or one of two large health care cooperatives of private
physicians.

I have many questions and concerns about the specifics of your
proposai. For instance, it's stll not clear to me whether it will cost my
company more or less than we currently pay for health insurance premiums. -
I'm still not sure how you will handle employees who have working spouses.
And 1 still have no idea about what specific kind of coverage 1 can axpect for
~ my money.

But, in the grand‘ scheme, none of that matters. Let's get some
going right now. To paraphrase JFK, let's everyone stop looking at "what's in
it for me,” and start looking at "what's in it for the nation.” '
