CONSIDERATIONS FOR ACCOMMODATING
PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES

Identifying appropriate accommodations is best done on a case-by-case basis. It is
important to recognize that individuals with disabilities have different capabilities and
varying degrees of disabling conditions. Accommodation needs must be evaluated in light
of an individual’s specific job responsibilities and technical environment (e.g. workstation
configuration). For employees with disabilities and their supervisors, choosing appropriate
accommodations can be challenging.

Needs assessments should be conducted to identify accommodations suitable to individuals’
specific situations. It is very important to select the right team of people to conduct a needs
assessment. Employees with disabilities and their supervisors should always be involved.
As appropriate, the personnel office, ADP personnel, procurement personnel, facilities
“management personnel, and external resources may also be included in the process.

The following questions should be addressed when conducting a needs assessment.

JOB B What are the essential job requirements to be performed?

®  What skills (physical and cognitive) are required for job performance?

INDIVIDUAL = What are the individual’s functional limitations to performing the job
requirements?

®  Are there alternative approaches to accomplishing the essential job
requirements?

SOLUTIONS

What accommodations, compatible with workstation, computer, and
telecommunications systems, are available to meet the individual’s
needs? (See attached resource list for assistance in this area.)

& Which alternative or accommodation is most suitable to the individual
and the work environment?

When communications enhancements and computer assistive devices are required, CAP is
here to assist you to obtain appropriate accommodations and associated training.

FOR INDIVIDUALS WITH VISION IMPAIRMENTS

Scanners/Readers: A scanner/reader provides access to printed materials through a portable
desktop reading system that can scan and speak virtually any typeset or typewritten material.
Text can be read immediately, stored for later retrieval, saved into one of many word
processing applications for editing, or converted into braille.

'Braille Terminals: Braille terminals provide access to personal computer functions by
translating screen contents to braille signs. These terminals accommodate all major
computer languages, word processors, database packages, and accounting programs.

Large Print Display Processors: These processors enlarge the contents of a computer screen
or, by using a closed circuit television (CCTV), enlarge printed material, handwritten
information, diagrams, and even wired circuitry. Images can be enlarged 4 to 60 times
providing a wide range of utilization for individuals who have limited vision, dyslexia, or
other visual impairments.

Braille Notetakers/Computers: Braille notetakers/computers contain up to 640K of memory,
operate comfortably on a desk or in your lap, can store more than two hundred pages of
Braille, and have a built in speech synthesizer which clearly speaks text stored in its
memory. Notes can be edited, stored in text files, sent to a printer or downloaded to a
personal computer. Information can also be uploaded from a personal computer.

Braille Embossers: Braille embossers are available for individuals requiring hard-copy
braille documents. Personal braille systems average 20 - 50 characters per second.

Speech Output: Screen reading programs allow the user to access information on a
computer screen generated by word processing, spreadsheet and database packages. Screen
reading software operates the speech synthesizer and controls audio output.

Telecommunication Devices for the Deaf (TDDs): TDDs provide telecommunication access.

by allowing users to type and read messages using a typewriter-like device. TDDs can be
pocket-sized portable or stationary and can connect to other TDDs or, through relay
services, to offices without TDDs within and outside DoD.

TDD Interactive Modem Boards: TDD modem boards turn a computer into a TDD that
communicates with both TDDs and computers. Modem boards provide users a full-screen
view of the dialogue of both parties, and also offer remote retrieval of stored computer and
TDD messages.

Amplification Devices: Battery powered, magnetic or other types of sound/speech
amplification devices can be obtained for individuals with hearing impairments. These can
also be portable, providing an easy means for individuals to maintain access to
telecommunications capabilities.

Interpreter Services: Long term (3 days or more) individual training and education
programs essential to work-related functions are supported with interpreter services.
Requests are approved based on the nature and duration of the course.

Closed Caption Decoders and Captioning for Training Tapes: To make training videos and
other television broadcasts accessible, captioning is necessary. Equipment for encoding

captions on videotapes and equipment that will display closed captions can be provided.

Signalling Devices: Signalling devices can be installed that provide visual signals, and
sometimes vibrations, to indicate when selected auditory signals occur. These can be
utilized to indicate when the telephone rings, when the computer beeps to indicate an error,
or other required environmental sounds.

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Alternative Keyboards: Alternative keyboards are available to facilitate use of the personal
computer. A miniature standard keyboard is available which is plugged into the keyboard
socket of the personal computer and operated utilizing either a hand-held wand or a mouth
stick. Another alternative is a keyguard which is a smooth surfaced template with holes
corresponding to key locations to improve accuracy of keystrokes.

Voice Recognition Systems: Voice recognition systems consist of software and a speech
recognition board to provide access to computing capability. These systems interactively
learn the user’s vocabulary and speaking style, and most respond to natural language rather
than limited sets of words spoken in a preordained order. Because the system learns the
user’s voice it can accommodate individuals with accents and speech impairments.
Compatible with a variety of software packages, voice recognition systems allow users to
easily access spreadsheet applications, data base management systems, and word processing
applications.

Keyboard Enhancement Programs: There are a number of keyboard enhancement
programs available to assist individuals with mobility impairments. These programs allow
users to reduce the number of key strokes required through macros, sequentially enter
keystrokes that others enter simultaneously, adjust keystroke repeat functions or remap keys
to accommodate individuals who type with a single hand.

Alternative Input Systems: These systems provide computer access without the need to type
on a keyboard. An optical pointer device with several switch options provides cursor control
and menu selection capabilities. Keys are selected from a pop-up keyboard image on the
monitor, allowing individuals to type using just small movements. These systems work with
the word processing, spreadsheets, and data bases already in place in most offices.

Included below are brief descriptions of the services available through the CAP office to
support long term (3 days or more) training for individuals with disabilities.

Sign Language Interpreters: CAP will cover the costs of sign language interpreters
for individuals with hearing impairments. The individual is responsible for
identifying and reserving the interpreter and submitting interpreting requests at least
four weeks in advance.

Readers: To support training for individuals with visual impairments, CAP will
provide resources for readers to assist during training sessions. The individual is
responsible for identifying the service provider and submitting the request at least
four weeks prior to the training class.

Personal Assistants: CAP will provide resources for personal assistants to support
training requirements of individuals with mobility impairments. Personal assistants
will be provided for class/training session times only. Requests must indicate the
service provider and be submitted four weeks in advance.
