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The average age of farmers continues to rise with the majority of farm operators between 45 and 64, and they increasingly rely on  
off-farm employment which increased from 45.9 percent in 2002 to 48.7 percent in 2007. The percentage of farms operated by family or   
individual was 86.5 percent in 2007, down from 89.7 percent in 2002.
