About 4:25 a.m., on May 16, 1976, the locamotive and 27 cars of
Chicago and North Western Transportation Company's (CNW) freight
train No. 242 derailed as they moved around a 1°54' to 2°15' campound
curve near Glen Ellyn, Illinois. Another CNW freight train, No. 380,
which was moving on an adjacent track, collided with the derailed
cars of No. 242; the locamotive and nine cars of No. 380 derailed.
The tankhead of No. 380's fifth car was punctured by the coupler of
another car during the derailment. The tank car's anhydrous ammonia
cargo escaped. Fifteen persons were injured as a result of the
derailment and release of ammonia. Damage from the accident amounted
to $1,914,000. 1/

The investigation of the derailment disclosed that train No. 242
was the first eastbound freight train permitted by CNW to operate at
a passenger train speed of 60 mph on track 2 and was moving at 60 mph
when the accident occurred. A freight train speed of 60 mph requires
that the track be maintained to the Federal Track Safety Standards
requirements for Class 4. An examination of track 2 immediately west of

the derailment point disclosed five locations where the crosstie conditions

only camplied with Class 3 specifications and one point where they did
not even camply with Class 1. There were several locations where the
differences in cross levels were marginal and several joint locations
where unsecured track shims had been used to adjust levels.
